The Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing continues to accept attestations for the Colorado Medicaid 

EHR Incentive Program. In Program Year 2012, more than $62 million in incentive payments were made to eligible health 

care professionals and hospitals for the adoption and Meaningful Use (MU) of certified EHR technology and payments for 

Program Year 2013 already total more than $2.2 million. 

Time is Running Out to Start Your 2013 Meaningful Use Attestation! 

Did you know that October 3, 2013 is the last day to start your 90-day EHR Reporting Period if you are going to attest to 

Meaningful Use in 2013? All EHR Reporting Periods must be a consecutive 90-day period that falls in calendar year 2013. 

Do not delay – start running all of your Meaningful Use reports now to make sure you are meeting all of the measures 

and will be eligible to attest in 2013.

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Are you taking the exclusion on Menu Set Objective #9? Read This! 

If you are attesting to Meaningful Use this year and you plan on taking the exclusion for Menu Set Objective #9 – 

Immunization Registries Data Submission, make sure that you have either completed an implementation with the 

Colorado Immunization Information System (CIIS) or you are in the queue for implementation. If you are not in the 

queue or have completed an implementation, visit here to learn more. 

Important Note: if you are working on your Meaningful Use attestation and you have an email from CIIS which provides 

proof of being in the queue for implementation, you must upload that document with your attestation in the Colorado 

Registration & Attestation System. This document will not be marked as required; however, if you have taken the 

exclusion, you will be asked to upload the email. For more information on this Menu Set Objective, see CMS’

Reminder! All Eligible Hospitals Attesting to Adopt, Implement or Upgrade 

If you are an Eligible Hospital attesting to your first year for Adopt, Implement or Upgrade (AIU) in the Colorado 

Medicaid EHR Incentive Program, please remember that you are required to upload the EH Payment Calculation 

Workbook. If you do not fill out the workbook completely and accurately and upload it with your attestations, your 

attestation will be delayed. You can download the Program Year 2013 version here.
