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What natural resource problem(s) did the project address?


In 2007 Eagle County Conservation District began a modest weed control program funded by its own funds and used 2009 Matching Grant funds to expand the program. Weeds treated were those on the County Designated Noxious Weed List or, in the case of Common burdock, on the State Noxious Weed List and 50% cost-share was provided to landowners for weed treatment.


Noxious weeds are a problem in every county of Colorado and although the State Weed Law requires treatment of listed species according to county level infestations, education and incentives are often needed to implement effective weed control efforts. Noxious weed infestations only grow with time and become more costly to address – they reduce agricultural land production and destroy wildlife habitat. Seed sources for infestation can occur anywhere, from open land, to roadsides and wasteland to home yards.
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What was achieved?


572 acres of noxious weeds treated, including listed thistle species, hounds tongue, hoary cress, knapweed, yellow toadflax. proso millet and burdock.


53 entities enquired and 24 landowners managing 1,566 acres participated in weed control efforts in 2009 – double participation of previous years


Eagle County Integrated Pest Management Office, County Extension Office, District newsletter, newspaper press releases, postcard mailings, radio spots and District board member publicizing efforts were used to expand the program participation as much as possible.


Chemical, mowing and hand-pulling used as treatment methods.


Natural Resource Conservation Service and Eagle County Integrated Pest Management Office provided technical help at no or reduced cost to landowners.


Ongoing treatment of weed infestations planned for effective long-term control.
