FFATA Reporting Form Information
To distribute federal funds, under the Federal Funding Accounting and Transparency Act, CSCB is required to provide additional information about districts.  Here is what CSCB must provide:
1. The district DUNS number. If the district does not have a DUNS number they will need to acquire one. Information is posted below on obtaining a DUNS number. 
2. Which Congressional district is the district in? 
3. Answer Yes or No to Question 1 on the FFATA Reporting Form: Did you district (and any parent organization, branches, affiliates): receive 80% or more of your gross revenue in US federal contracts, sub-contracts, loans, grants, sub-grants and/or cooperative agreements; AND $25,000,000 or more in annual gross revenues from US federal contacts, sub-contracts, loans, grants, sub-grants and/or cooperative agreements? 
Information on DUNS Number:

The DUNS (Data Universal Numbering System) number is a unique nine-character number that identifies your organization. It is a tool of the federal government to track how federal money is distributed. Dun & Bradstreet (D&B) will provide a DUNS Number for each physical location of your business. Obtaining a DUNS number places your organization on D&B’s marketing list that is sold to other companies. You can request not to be added to this list during your application. If the DUNS is requested over the phone, DUNS is provided immediately. Web form requests take 1 - 2 business days.

· Name of organization

· Organization address

· Name of the CEO/organization owner (board president)

· Legal structure of the organization : districts are political sub-divisions of the state

· Year the organization started

· Total number of employees (full and part time)
