· Street Department:  Written report from Vince Dyer. Shawn Lea – there is asphalt in the loop, buried under a foot of road base. Vince would like to scrape off the dirt and remove the asphalt and put road base back this summer. Trustee Mahannah idea was to rip it and ask county to pack it. 

Trustee Craig E 5th Ave needs work, should be top of the spring agenda.

Trustee Mahannah brought up tree trimming this spring, the town should consider getting a bucket truck. DEMA-replaces their trucks every couple years maybe we can get one from them. Also consider asking SMPA or the county.
· Water Department: Written report from Vince Dyer. Testing went well and the town should know in a few weeks if they passed. Shawn Lea leak currently appears to be fixed, water level remains low. Getting some fencing, curb and gutter work and grass repair for Nancy as it had to be dug up to fix leak. 
Backflow prevention tests to be done annually on all meters that have a double check, if we get the grant for the meter project all new meters will have these. The cost will fall on the customers of $50 - $75 a year. This is mandatory per Sanitary Surveyor. Can PW get certification to do these tests? Will have backflow ordinance ready for next meeting. 
· Sanitation Department: Written report from Vince Dyer. New DMR’s are taking some time to learn and to make adjustments from earlier issues, but, are being taken care of.
