CITIZENS APPEARING: Tony Bonacquista, DOW re:  Ralph Cromell’s letter about deer, Carol Childress re:  Hoof and Paw

DOW representative Tony Bonacquista discussed why the deer come to town. Possibly draught has forced them into town to find forage and competition with the elk.   The town board would have to pass an ordinance and people feeding the deer could get tickets.  People with fruit trees, gardens, bird feeders etc. are considered to be feeding the deer.  The City of Craig suggests, hunting, education, and relocation.  The Town limits of Nucla is really too small to hunt the deer and presents another problem of who gets licenses.  Deer do not relocate well, they die and that becomes expensive, euthanizing and culling by private organizations, and fertility control which does not affect the current population.  The board agreed that education would be the best route to take.
Carol Childress and Joanne Simoneaux from Hoof and Paw attended the meeting.  After discussion it was decided Hoof and Paw will send or give the town board a written report of repeat offenders and a monthly written report.  Hoof and Paw should be paid immediately half of the 2012 and 2013 tag collection fees.  The town will furnish to Hoof and Paw a list of dogs and cats with tags.

Cross Connection Backflow Prevention – Trustee Pierce read aloud her letter to the board.  Public Works Supervisor responded.  Attached are copies.  The board agreed that Public Work Supervisor Dyer go ahead with the water meter grant request.  Roy Collier, ORC volunteered to write the new ordinance, the cross

connection plan, the O & M manual and possibly the emergency response plan. 
NEW BUSINESS:
Election Discussion – regarding Ordinance 121

The board was in agreement that Ordinance 121 states that everyone on the Nucla Town Board serves alternating four year terms.  Three trustees run one election year, the other three the next election year.
Town Clerk Smith read aloud the ballot question for final approval.  Board approved as read.
