a) If you were already on the www.train.org website,
you will see train.org filled in the “Add this website’
box. Click “Add” button.

If you are not on the TRAIN website,
you can type train.org and click “Add” button.
Also type: whatifcolorado.com and click Add.

b) Or — check the box that says:
“Display all websites in Compatibility View.”
