RE: Eligibility Regulatory Rule Review Public Engagement Meetings

The Department of Health Care Policy and Financing (Department) is required by Executive
Order D 2012-002 (EO2), as codified at Section 24.4-4-103.3 CRS (2014), to review rules
to ensure that they are effective, efficient, and essential. The EO2 order also requires that
state agencies provide an appropriate opportunity for public input. In doing so, the
Department is allowed the flexibility to structure public input to fit the particular issues and
circumstances of the rules under review. Specifically, the public must be given a
meaningful opportunity to comment on the existing rules under review in the context of the
criteria established.

The Department will be holding public comment meetings, outlined below, to seek input on
the Medicare Modernization Act - Low-Income Subsidy Eligibility regulations outlined within
10 CCR 2505-10 volume 8, section 8.1000 through 8.1099. The purpose of these meetings
is to identify rules that are duplicative, unclear, overlapping, outdated, and inconsistent.

The Department would also like to solicit stakeholder feedback during the drafting process
of the identified rules in order to incorporate their perspectives and ideas where possible.
Additional information on opportunities to provide feedback during the drafting process will
be provided at a later date.
