 Town Council Meeting 

July 6, 2016 Wednesday 7:00 PM 
Meeting Minutes
1.  Meeting is call to order 7:00pm by Mayor Wanda Gofforth.  Those present were Cameron Clark, Chriss Watters, John Paton, and Hetty Todd, Mike Tiedeman.  Tammy Broughton was absent.
2.  Pledge of Allegiance recited by those present
3.  Approval of the minutes 
Hetty Todd make a motion to approve the minutes for June, Mike Tiedeman 2nds the motion.  Approved by all
4. Approve payment of bills Chriss Watters made a motion to approve the bills and Hetty Todd 2nd the motion.  Approved by all
5.  Public Non- Agenda Items – Carl Page turned in a petition opposing a Municipal Court in Crawford.  Mayor Wanda Gofforth accepted the petition and told Mr.  Page we would look at it and let him know by written notice if the petition is a legal petition.  Carl Page had a lot of questions for the council regarding CML asking what it was and if they mandated laws.  It was explained to him by Bruce Bair and Wanda Gofforth that it is the Colorado Municipal league and it is committee that is there to help town clerks quick access to legal documents.  It saves the town money because they don’t have to consult the town attorney with every question that comes up.
6. Jay Ziegler had questions about drainage in the town, and suggested that the town look into the “Safe Routes to School” or Bicycle Transportation and Pedestrian Walkways”.  Jay also, thanked Bruce Bair for stopping out in front of Jay’s home on Friday to clean out the drainage in front of Jays place.  He had given Cally Gallegos the Town Clerk some paper work on these program.  Cally commented that she had spoken to the town of Paonia in regards to these options.  Cindy at the Town of Paonia stated that a group of citizens got together and made those projects happen.  The Town was just a go between for the payments.  Cally ask Jay if he would head up the committee to start the project.  He did not have a reply, but Cheryl Page stated that she would be happy to help if a committee was formed. 

7. Chriss Watters stated that he did not appreciate the comments that were made in an article written in the DCI stating that Chriss Watters if for the municipal court.  Chriss Watters will vote on the municipal court for the people.  John Paton also stated that he was mentioned in the merchant herald that he would be the code enforcement officer and he said that he never said that and that he would appreciate It if the media would report things correctly.    

8. Renewing Liquor License for Mad Dog Café – Cally Gallegos read a letter from the Delta County Sheriff’s office recommended the Town of Crawford renew the Liquor license for the Mad Dog Café.
Chriss Watters made a motion to renew the liquor license for the Mad Dog Café

John Paton 2nds the motion

Unanimous vote to approve liquor license.

John Paton makes a motion to go into Executive session to discuss personnel matters
Hetty Todd 2nds the motion. 

Unanimous decision to go into executive session.  8:00pm

Executive session was adjourned at 9:00

Regular session reconvened and there was no further business and no votes after the executive session.  
Staff Reports 
Bruce Bair – reports that the Sewer Replacement project begins Monday July 11.  

Bruce explained to the council that he has spoken to Carl Page regarding Peaches RV.  Bruce had asked Cheryl Page where the RV that has been parked there for months was dumping their waste, she told Bruce that occupant of RV had died so it was a moot point.  But Bruce explained to Cheryl that part of the stipulation with the town was that they could not dump waste from the RV’s in to the town sewer system and she told him that she thought that they had been dumping the waste in the pipes in the yard, (which is a clean out for the house).  Bruce stated that if they are dumping down that clean out then it is going into the city sewer system.  Then Carl Page came up to the town hall to tell him that his wife Cheryl had mis-spoke.  He said that they were having it pumped.  Bruce told them again that they cannot dump waste from the RV’s into the Town system and that he either needed to put in a dump station of his own or have someone come up and pump out the RV system or the owner of the RV would have to move the RV to a dump station.   Carl Page would need to show the town the receipts for having the RV pumped or the receipts from the dump station.

Cally Gallegos reported that someone from that community donated a really nice printer to the town but would like to remain anonymous.  The CPA was here to get the last of the information so that they can complete the audit.  We visited with him on the budget, because we had some questions on the previous budget numbers from 2010 and 2011.  Cally has asked Susan Hansen to come in and help us put together the budget for the next year.  She has agreed.

Wanda Gofforth reports Update on De-Brucing-ballot issue for the De-brucing was correct so we can retain excess funds collected from our mill levy—effective Jan 1, 2015

But according to our research we discovered that the Mayor and Margaret Pearce filed the reduction of the mill levies to comply with Tabor as Permanent instead of Temporary.  Had they filed these as temporary we could have raised the mill levy back to the original levy as of 1992.  But since it was declared Permanent we have to go to a vote on the ballot in November.  

Farrell Cats issue –health department talked to party and told them to lock them up if she wanted to keep them.
July work session—Neighbor Hood Watch We might have a gentleman up here to discuss this program
Wanda added, the comment made regarding executive session of our July 6 meeting in the North Fork Times regarding the “person or persons about whom the discussion is focused is allowed to request that the meeting be held in Public.  This was not specified or addressed by council”.  This issue was addressed at the June 15th meeting instead of leaving early because we didn’t have what she had thought wsa goin to be on the agenda.  She would have heard the discussion between the council and the employees of the town when the decision was made to have and executive meeting.
