PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

SET AGENDA:  Mayor Morris – added Sealco to streets and Southwestern Systems to sewer.
Agenda was set.

MINUTES:   Trustee Craig moved to approve June 25, 2014 regular meeting minutes, Trustee Mahannah seconded, Voted, motion Carried.

CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

The “Call to the Public” agenda item is a time when the citizenry may bring forth items of interest or concern (with a five (5) minute time limit).  Please note that no formal action will be taken on these items during this time due to the open meeting law provision; however, they may be placed on future posted agenda if action is required.

CITIZENS:  Raising sewer rates.   Deputy Clerk Tracy Smith presented an updated sewer rate schedule.  Trustee Mahannah moved to raise the rates $5 then in three months raise it another $5.  Trustee Craig suggested raising it all at one time.  Christina Pierce did her own calculations and spoke to the board.   After a lengthy discussion, Trustee Long seconded the motion on the floor. After another discussion lengthy, Trustee Mahannah rescinded his first motion and made a motion to raise sewer rates to $29 a month.  Trustee Craig seconded. Trustee Craig voted yes, Trustee Long yes, Trustee Jones no, Trustee Mahannah yes, Trustee Mayersmith no, Trustee Newingham no.  Vote was a tie.  Mayor Morris voted no.  Motion failed.  
Trustee Newingham moved to raise sewer rates to $30.  Trustee Jones seconded.  Motion voted.

Passed unanimously. 
CITIZENS APPEARING:  Sharon Johannsen asked for a waiver on overage of sewer fees because she filled her pool with 10,500 gallons of water.  Trustee Long moved to leave it to the clerk’s discretion as how to deal with that issue. Trustee Mahannah seconded.  Voted.  Motion carried.
CURRENT BILLS: Trustee Mahannah moved to pay July bills.  Trustee Jones seconded.  Voted, motion carried.

· Park/Rainbow Reservoir: Signs and beach sand are ordered for reservoir.  Kimber found a broken wire in the electrical problem.
· Street Department:  Trustee Jones moved to pay the additional $3500 to Sealco from Capital Improvements.  Trustee Mahannah seconded.  Voted.  Motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS:  Water Attorney – Trustee Long reported that during the conference call it was noted that by filing on water it draws attention and the town should just watch the court filings online and if someone files on the water at the sewer pond we would then file an opposition.  We should probably retain a water attorney that would get up to speed on the town’s water.
Consumer Confidence Report – The cheerleaders did not complete the job.  Their advisor finished the job but did not complete it before the deadline.  The cheerleaders had the reports for four months.
Deputy Clerk Smith and Public Works Director Dyer were directed to check and see if there would be a penalty for the town.

Trustee Craig voted no, Trustee Long recused himself, Trustees Jones, Mahannah, Mayersmith and Newingham, yes.   Motion carried.
