Meeting Minutes
1.  Meeting is call to order 7:00pm by Mayor Wanda Gofforth.  Those present were Cameron Clark, Chriss Watters, John Paton, and Hetty Todd.  Tammy Broughton and Mike Tiedeman were absent.
2.  Pledge of Allegiance recited by those present
3.  Approval of the minutes 
John Paton make a motion to approve the minutes for May, Hetty Todd 2nds the motion.  Approved

4. Approve payment of bills Hetty Todd made a motion to approve the bills and John Paton 2nd the motion.  Approved
5. Cathy Cheatam asks the council to wave the fee for the Kitchen rental for Pioneer days.  They will pay the key deposit and the Cleaning deposit for the 2 days that it is used.  John Paton made a motion to let the fire auxiliary use the kitchen Friday and Saturday at no cost to them.  Hetty Todd 2nds the motion.  Approved
6. Letter of intent to Delta County Office of Emergency Management.  Chriss Watters made a motion that we sign the Letter of intent, and Cameron Clark seconds the motion.  Approved.
7. Credit Card for the Town of Crawford to be accepted for water and sewer bills on the Crawford website.  Cameron Clark makes a motion that the town starts accepting credit cards for bill payment.  John Paton seconds the motion.  Approved.
8. Pioneer Days Closing Hwy 92 in 2017 all day.  Hetty Todd made a motion to let the close it for one year on the day of the parade from 9-4 and if that works we will discuss doing it every year.  Chriss Watters 2nd the motion.  Approved
9. Tourism Promotion – Support for our Tourism Promotion and Development.  We will send them a letter of Support.
10. Wanda Gofforth ask the council if they would be in favor of sending a letter to Governor John Hickenlooper asking him to veto the HB 16-1309 which mandates that municipal governments provide counsel at their first appearance in municipal court when a defendant is in custody.  It would cost small municipalities $12000 per year.  Hetty Todd made a motion that we send the letter to Governor Hickenlooper.  John Paton seconds the motion.  All in Favor
11. Staff reports.  Bruce Bair reports that he is waiting for Ridgway Valley to come fix the gutters on the east side of the building, and then he will get several quotes to get the gutters on the Crow’s nest fixed so that water won’t slide down the side of the building.  Ridgway Valley suggested that at some point we should add a cover over the equipment on the north side of the building to keep the ice off of the electrical boxes.  
12. Hetty Todd reports that the Piburns are still waiting for the insurance company to get started on the removal of their home that burned.  They are supposed to have someone from the insurance company advise them as what they should do.

13. John Paton – John added that the cemetery looked beautiful for Memorial Day and that the memorial program was wonderful.  We will send a letter of thanks to Joe Oglesby for his hard work. 

14. Cally Gallegos ask if she could take an advanced Excel class for a refresher.  The course would help her with the pera spread sheets.  John Paton makes a motion that Cally goes to the class.  Hetty Todd seconds the motion.  All in Favor
15. Wanda Gofforth - Reports that American Land Real Estate is taking action on the Kester place.  They have put up “No Trespassing” signs.   And will get started with the clean up as soon as possible.  Debbie Griffith “Delta County” will be at the next meeting to explain the mill levy and how it is set and how it affects the public and the municipalities.  Sherriff McKee will be here to speak on if and how we can inforce our ordinances.  
16. The council discussed adding points of interest signs to the WWII Sign so that people will see it.  Susie Steckel suggested that they also think about doing place mats for the restaurants that have maps of the area and points of interest pin pointed on them.  Bruce Bair suggested adding a map to the chamber kiosk with things to see and do in the area.   Bruce Bair will look for a map.
