Trustees Craig, Jones, Mahannah Mayersmith and Newingham voted no.  Trustee Long voted yes.  The discussion lead to not knowing how it would be policed.  Clerk Smith will contact Betty Stephens and will return with an answer at the next board meeting.
Neighborhood Watch:  Trustee Jones will hold a meeting at town hall, June18th at 7:00 p.m. to recruit people that want to be involved and create regions and captains then they can select block volunteers.
