CITIZENS APPEARING:  Bobbie Calhoun – would like to paint the sidewalks in front of her business gray. It is the property owners’ responsibility to maintain the sidewalk on their property.  The board agreed she could paint the sidewalk.

Deputy Clerk Tracy Smith provided an income presentation on sewer.  The board agreed to continue the sewer rate increase discussion to the next board meeting, July 9, 2014 to give the public another opportunity to attend and comment.

OLD BUSINESS:  Fee Schedule – remove the number of people charges from the park and hold until sewer fees are set.

The general consensus from the board was not to trade town property for the arena.  Mayor Morris will speak with the Guires again and then report back to the board.
NEW BUSINESS: 

Budget:  Municipal Clerks 2015 Colorado Institute – Trustee Craig moved that we send Tracy to the Institute for Municipal Clerks in 2015.  Trustee Mahannah seconded.  Trustee Long requested a commitment that she would be staying – it was stated that a commitment of one year or reimbursement would be made for schooling.  Voted.  Motion carried.

Building Inspector - Deputy Clerk Tracy Smith asked to let the building inspector bill his own inspections.  The board would like for the town to continue to do the billing because he works for the town and we need to oversee the process with a paper trail.

Trustee Mayersmith reported that we have mole at the Family Link building.  Water from the sprinklers in the park came in under the back door creating the mold.  An employee of the Link has threaten to sue the town if she becomes sick.  PW Director Vince Dyer was informed to investigate and take care of the problem.

Raw water was discussed again.  Vince will do more research and will get back with the board.
