Before a state agency or institution of higher education (IHE) may enter into a personal services contract, the individual selected by the state agency or IHE, pursuant to CRS §24-103.5-101(3), to monitor the contractor’s performance under the contract (Contract Monitor) shall certify that the performance measures and standards, data sources, and data collection methods proposed in the contract provide a valid basis for assessing the contractor’s performance thereunder pursuant to CRS §24-103.5-101(4).


Completing this Form


The Contract Monitor should complete this Certification before the state agency or IHE enters into a personal services contract (including grants) with a value of over $100,000. 


Use of this form does not replace electronic certification in the CMS record. This form should serve in support of the electronic certification.


By signing this Certification, the Contract Monitor is verifying that the performance measures and standards, data sources, and data collection methods included in the contract provide a valid basis for assessing the contractor’s performance during the term of the contract and rating the contractor’s performance at the end of the contract. At a minimum, the evaluation of the contractor’s performance shall include assessments with respect to quality, timeliness, and cost.


This Certification is not required for contracts under Medicare, the “Colorado Medical Assistance Act”, Articles 4 to 6 of Title 25.5, CRS, the “Children’s Basic Health Plan Act”, Article 8 of Title 25.5, CRS, or the “Colorado Indigent Care Program”, Part I of Article 3 of Title 25.5, CRS.


The original signed Certification should be maintained by the state agency or IHE as part of its official contract record, by including a copy in the contract record or attaching a scanned .pdf copy to the statewide Contract Management System (CMS) record.


This Certification does not need to be attached to the contract as an exhibit.


This Certification does not need to be signed by the contractor.
