Frequently Asked Questions

Q: Are virtual visits covered under my health plan?
What kinds of medical services can be provided
using a virtual visit?

A: Yes, when you use one of the provider groups in our
virtual visit network, you have benefit coverage for certain
non-emergency medical conditions like the flu, colds,
pink eye, rashes and fevers. Check your plan documents
for more information about your plan’s specific virtual
visit benefit.

Q: How much and when will | have to pay for
a virtual visit?

A: Your member cost share amount will vary depending on
your plan. Please refer to your specific plan documents
to determine what your member cost share will be.
Applicable costs must be paid by you at the time of the
virtual visit and will apply toward your deductible and
out-of-pocket maximum. You can use a credit or debit
card to pay, including a health savings account debit
card if you have one. Use the health care cost estimator
tool on myuhc.com for more specific information about
provider group costs.

Q: Where can I find out what providers are in the virtual
visit network and how do | access them?

A: For information about what virtual visit provider groups
are in the network, including the states in which each
provider group operates, log in to myuhc.com®.

You are able to choose from any of our network virtual
visit providers.
