MINUTES:  February 25, 2015 Regular Meeting Trustee Mahannah made motion to accept minutes, Trustee Mayersmith Seconded, Voted, Carried.
CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

The “Call to the Public” agenda item is a time when the citizenry may bring forth items of interest or concern (with a five (5) minute time limit).  Please note that no formal action will be taken on these items during this time due to the open meeting law provision; however, they may be placed on future posted agenda if action is required.

CITIZENS:  
CITIZENS APPEARING: Kathy Redd, concerned about the library, has received many complaints that books are not being brought in and that the computers are not usable. Library needs to advertise for new members.
Paul Koski, was on the Library board for 23 years and is concerned about the Town Board may be dissolving the Library Board. He asked why and Mayor Morris stated for restructuring. Paul mentioned that the state makes it very clear on how the Library is to be run. Mayor Morris stated that the Town had talked with their lawyer and presented Paul with documentation. Asked what is the reason for disbanding the Library board to which Mayor Morris stated that was what we were going into executive session for and when they come back they will have more information. He asked if the town was a statutory town and if so it qualifies under state statutes. He was informed that it is in fact a Town library and doesn’t fit in the Statutes.
Diane Goddard, also concerned about the library, heard that the town was going to take all the movies/videos away. Mayor Morris stated that there was no intention of that.

Michael Humbert, here for a year and a half, publisher of the “Sunshine Express” and loves libraries and is interested in what’s going on.
Christina Pierce, It says for personnel matters, who is the personnel? Mayor Morris stated Lori, Pierce then stated that Lori could request ES be made public. Mayor Morris then stated no not Lori, take it off. Pierce the respectfully requested it be made public. Trustee Craig, everyone needs to understand we are not shutting down the library and that he was the one who asked about needing the Library board. Peirce mentioned that back in the 60’s the library was gifted to the town and that there may be a resolution from that time making in a “Municipal Library”. 
Lori, will be here on meeting days to give Library report.

After more discussion an agreement to have a Town and library boards work session would take place April 7th at 7pm at Town Hall. 
The Town of Nucla appointed Sharlene Nesser and Suzan DeGray to the Library Board. Trustee Jones made motion, trustee Mahannah Seconded, Trustee Mayersmith recused, all others voted yes, Carried.

REPORTS:
· Park/Rainbow Reservoir: Written report from Vince Dyer.  Removal needs to be done by first week of April. Was the play equipment donated to Shelly Archer for reservation preschool?  Keeping the merry go around and diggers. Talked about moving the playground to the Reservoir. Trustee Gillaspy moved to give to the Archers for the school, Trustee Mayersmith seconded, Voted, Carried,
New stools and rails for Reservoir bathrooms. Vince will pick up when in town. The trim boards were tacked and the strips will not cover them. Vince can get same material and cut into strips and seal. Floor sealer is not smooth and can’t be swept. Will get some better coverage.

Lighting at the reservoir, we have only received one bid even though many have been asked. Vince wants ad in the paper for bids.
Rifle range, all the poles are mowed down and we need to get some gravel down for walking and driving down to targets. Also use chicken wire and pins for targets (bring your own).  Trustee Gillaspy suggested something for tannerite (reactive targets). 
· Street Department:  Written report from Vince Dyer. Talked with Brian Littlejohn, 2nd street road base will be here next week. Get the streets graded, maybe Brian can come help or teach Vince grading. The ally way behind the Post Office. Vince will work with cold mix as soon as it’s warm enough. Need to make a decision about what to do with Shawn Lea. 
· Water Department: Written report from Vince Dyer. Spring run and hydrant flushing at the same time. Worked on Raw water head gate, will bring some plans for a settling pond. We have 11 valves that don’t work, Montrose County is still working with lawyers to draw something up. Nucla FBC water/sewer, Trustee Craig wanted make sure that the church and the house is together, the church has its own water account but sewer runs through the house. The house account only being paid by the town. Breck Richards to buy old keytroll system, $1000 in the paper, first come first serve.
