Roll call of members:  Mike Tiedeman Absent
Public Agenda Items

Jay Ziegler Dropped off copy of article from the Merchant Hearld. “ Crawford resident unhappy with livestock trespassing onto private property”  See attached article.  Council has no response.  

Item #1.  Letter of Support for DMEA, Bruce Bair will write a letter of support for DMEA.  Letter is due March 17th. (Letter attached)
Item #2:  Increasing hours for the Town Clerk;  Cally Gallegos has requested that the town allow her to work more hours until she gets up to speed on everything.  She stated that she wants to update the website.  The council agreed that she could work on Mondays.  Cally stated that if she didn’t need to work a full day on Monday she wouldn’t. 

Item #3:  Window Blinds for Town Hall and upstairs;  Bruce Bair said that he has not had time to get the window blinds up, and stated that a lot of the hardware was missing after the remodel.  He suggested that maybe we should find some new blinds or curtains for the building.  Then council agreed and we will get some bids for both.  Council suggested that we get good blinds with some energy value.   

Non Agenda Items:  None

Staff Reports:

Bruce Bair reports that he has found a bench for Gabby George memorial made of steel for about $700.  It would be installed by the town and set in concrete.  
Bruce is working on the CTF report and was looking for the invoice that was paid to Ridgway Valley for $12000.  The council thought that was for the bathrooms upstairs.  Bruce will go through the file to find the invoice.  
Bruce also reported that he had replaced some parts on the master water meter and it is not working right yet.  He has been in touch with a tech and has a couple other things to try but if that doesn’t work the town will have to replace that meter.  The cost of that will be approximately $1000.

Bruce Bair ask if Cameron Clark would be allowed to bid on the Cedar Ave Sewer project since he was on the council and council agreed that he can bid but he just can’t vote on or be involved in the award process as part of the council. 

Bruce also thanked Mayor Susie Steckel for all of her hard work and all of her accomplishments while in office here at the town of Crawford.
Bruce said that they have been having a problem on I street with the plumbing.  The owner of the property (James Yeoman) was having Arlie Clark dig up the sewer at 412 I Street.  Bruce and Al were on the site and they were having trouble locating the connection of that sewer pipe to the main.  They finally used a camera in the main and found that the phone company(TDS) had bored a line through the town sewer main at that address.  They contacted TDS and they are working on fixing that issue.  

Then town reconnected the residence sewer to the main sewer.  Bruce informed the owner of the residence that the town would not pay for the concrete that it took to get the street back in working order.  
Bruce and Al will begin flushing the water valve and hydrants.  

Dola will be here in April to tell us about possible grants that the town may be eligible for.  

Staff Reports

Wanda Gofforth; waiting on bids from the accounts.  We have received paper work from Dalby Wendland requesting some items before they can bid.

Cally Gallegos Ask if we could donate the cash that was found in the file cabinet to the fireworks for pioneer days.  The Council will vote on that at the next meeting.

HHS sent a letter asking for donations for Grad Night.   The town previously has told them to seek money for DMEA.  

Susie Steckels reported that the exhaust fan is being installed in the kitchen, the fan has some broken welds on the corners but it should not affect the performance of the fan.  
This is Susie’s last night and she thanked the council for their support.
