Meeting Minutes
Meeting is call to order by Mayor Susie Steckel
Roll Call, Hetty Todd is absent

Approval of the minutes from February meetings Wanda makes motion to approve minutes and Gill Saunders 2nd the motion.  All in Favor

Mike Tiedeman makes a motion to approve payment of bills and Gill Saunders 2nds the motion. All in Favor

#1 on Agenda:  Approval of Broadband resolution, Gill Saunders makes motion to approve resolution, Wanda 2nd the motion, All in Favor.  Mayor Steckel signs resolution

#2  Colin McGregor and April, New owners of the former Bee Yard Gardens are wanting to start up a new business Building Small Houses.  Their plan is to move the water tap done from the existing bath house to the existing shop(herein will be called residence) on the property.  Shop will become their residence until  they can build a home on the property.  
Council approved that they can move the existing meter to the residence, at their expense.  Bruce told them that he or Al would need to be included in the process.  At a future date if couple build a new resident on the property they would need to purchase a new water and sewer tap.  They have to disconnect the bath house water once the water is connected to existing structure.  If they want to reconnect the bath house to the water and sewer the town will allow them to do so but they will have to pay multi-use/commercial use.  Couple does not want to pay that fee at this time so they will disconnect bath house and use the water and sewer for their temporary residence.  

Council agreed that when shop/residence is complete they can disconnect at bath house and reconnect at residence.  Then when they are ready to reconnect the bath house they agreed to pay the commercial multipurpose fees.  

Larry Kontour made a motion to approve this plan and Wanda Gofforth 2nd the motion.  All in Favor.

#3  Dogs running loose,  council approved that Cally would mail out ordinance letter to all residence of Crawford, pertaining to Dogs.

#4  Wanda wants to look for a new accountant.   Cally said that she had worked with Dalby Wendland.  Wanda will get some bids for a new accountant.

Bruce Bair reported that he was ordering new parts from McGrometer for one of the High Flow valves in the city’s water system.  Would be repairing them as soon as the parts arrived.  

Bruce reported that he would be enforcing the late payment ordinance and would be shutting off water to all residents that did not comply.  See Attached ordinance.
Still wanting to do something for Gabby George, Bruce would work on getting either a concrete or Metal bench and plaque to be set by the basketball court.  

Bruce will be conducting a lot of water tests this year to be in compliance with state regs.
