Chas Burbridge will be jumping on Grape St and will need barricades from the town.   The splash pad will need wristbands. Also, the committee will need a permit for parade from CDOT.  Tracy will work on planning the ribbon cutting ceremony and maybe Marie Templeton will speak about 100 year anniversary of Nucla. All town board members agreed to help monitor activities at the park. Paula and Chris Daniels asked to waive the open container permit from 11am to 1am on July 4th into July 5th.
Trustee Newingham, made a motion to waive the open container ordinance from 11am to 1am on July 4th. Trustee Gillaspy seconded. Trustee Newingham-yes, Trustee Gillaspy-yes, Trustee Mayersmith-yes, Trustee Jones- yes, Trustee Craig-no.
Spruce & Columbine Garden Club- Plans for the volunteer park with planters have been made but will need a little more water this year and the system will be put on a timer. Vince will work with the CC Ditch help with possibly removing the culvert.

water line (with Mustang) to go Norwood and exploring the idea of a shared 
employee/planner/developer between WEEDC, Naturita, and Nucla. She is 
requesting that the town have a person for a work group for both. Also look at 
the budget by the end of July for an answer if the budget can support the 
shared employee.  Shirley Miller – Shirley stated she fixed the leak quickly in her 
home. She asked to be allowed to pay what it would cost the town for the leak. 
Trustee Gillaspy, made a motion to allow Shirley Miller to pay the town cost for 
the leak. Trustee Newingham seconded, Voted, Carried.
