May 18, 2016 Wednesday 7:00 PM 
Work Session Meeting Minutes
1. Meeting is call to order 7:00pm by Mayor Wanda Gofforth.  Those present were Chriss Watters, Mike Tiedeman, Tammy Broughton, John Paton, Hetty Todd.  Cameron Clark, was absent.

2.  Pledge of Allegiance recited by those present

Public Non-Agenda items- None.

3.  Jeffrey Wright Emergency Management Director for Delta County

Jeff explained the Local Hazard Mitigation.  
The County has $70000 grant to make a plan for the county.  

Our contribution will be time.  The plan is to cover and prevent disaster.

Vote at next meeting to sign letter of intent.  Cally will have copies made of the literature.
4.  Dog Signs and Bag Holder at east entry – Cally suggested that we get more signs and another dog waste holder to be placed at the east end of the park.  Cally will get together prices and the council will vote next meeting.
5.  Crawford Pioneer Day Committee – Collenette Vervloet ask if the town would allow them to shut down Hwy 92 of 2017.  They want the street to be open for more vendors to bring in more people.  Council will vote at next meeting so Pioneer Days committee can submit plan to CDOT.  

John Lazarski wants to close the street down for Labor day weekend for a band.

6.  Accepting Credit Cards- Cally suggested that the town get a credit card machine from the state.  This might help people pay their bill.   There is no charge involved with the acceptance of Credit Cards.  The fee would be on the customer.  (item +.75 x 2.23%)  For example if a customer was to pay $47.00 + 75 = $47.75 x 2.25% = $1.07 total customer pay will be $48.82.  Council will Vote on the Town accepting Credit Card Payments.

7.  Staff reports – Bruce Bair reports that water testing is all good!  Waste Water was thought to be bad but affer Bruce had written a letter to the state, he talked to the testing facility in delta who explained that someone at the lab had entered the data incorrectly so the waste water test was fine. 9.  Hetty Todd Thanked Al and Bruce for cleaning up the town.  It was suggested by John Lazarski that we have the veterans plaque repainted on the side of the Old Mad Dog.  Joe Olgesby is checking with a painter to have this done.  Bruce Bair suggested that the Chamber put a map of the town at the kiosk that would point out the “things to see” in Crawford.    
10. Cally Gallegos reports that the pioneer committee ask them to put a float in the parade.  Everyone is already involve in the parade.  Mike Tiedeman is with the fire department, Hetty Todd is on a float,  Cally is in the Melodrama and the parade.  Town will be well represented without havng a float.  

11.  John Paton wants to discuss having law enforcement and a judicial court in the town.  Wanda said that we would put it on the agenda and that we would invite people like Sherriff McKee to educate us on this.
12.   Mayor Wanda Gofforth -  reports that she attended the CIRSA luncheon in Montrose and she would like to get more educated on what all CIRSA is for.  
She is attending a CML meeting in Grand Junction, on May 19, 2016.   Wanda would like to Discuss and have someone from the county to come to our next meeting to talk about increasing our revenue.  Debbie from DC would be happy to come up and educate us.   With the mines closing we will be losing Mineral and Severence tax.
