Associated with the curb stop inspection, exercising, and repairs in the most recent Action Items matrix,
Ramey Environmental Compliance is attempting to locate the 12 remaining curb stops. Upon determination
that all possible curb stops have been located, a prioritization of the meters and landscaping impacts will
need to be discussed with the Board.

Section_9.3.5 (D) of the Hazardous Material and Waste Management Division’s (Division)
Regulations Pertaining to Solid Waste Sites and Facilities (Regulations) outlines the Annual Report
requirements for GNWSD Type B impoundments, also known as the south and north evaporation
ponds.

Per the letter dated May 19, 2013 from the Division to Waste Impoundment Facility Owners and
Operators regarding Section 9 Waste Impoundment Regulations Extension for Submittal of 2012
Annual Report, GNWSD has until June 30, 2012 to submit’ the Annual Report for their Type B
impoundments. Olsson Associates has prepared the 2012 Annual Report on behalf of GNWSD.
The five items listed below follow Section 9.3.5 (D) of the Regulations.

(1) Total Volume

A schematic of GNWSD's reverse osmosis (RO) treatment system is provided in Figure 1.
Flow from the alluvial wells is metered and is sent to the RO unit. A portion of the water
bypasses the RO unit through a metered pipe and the remainder of the water is treated by
the RO unit. The RO permeate is combined with the bypassed water where it is blended
with metered raw water, disinfected, and sent to the distribution system.

Based on the RO manufacture, the RO unit is 75% efficient and this is the basis for
calculating the RO concentrate volume. A 75% efficient unit results in 25% of the RO
influent becoming RO concentrate. To calculate the total volume of concentrate, SCADA
records for operation were utilized and determined by the following process:

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The difference between the yearly metered alluvial well flow (FM1) and the RO
bypass flow (FM2) equals the RO influent. The RO influent multiplied by 25% equals
the RO Concentrate. Table 1 provides the calculated 2012 yearly totals for RO
concentration.

(2) Concentrate Removed

Typically, concentrate is only removed via evaporation. In order to calculate evaporation
rate, data was gathered from the Northern Colorado Water Conservancy District databases
for three climate stations located within a thirty-two mile radius of the District. Assuming the
maximum pond surface area, the approximate yearly pond evaporation is 5,421,000 gallons
per year.

As a means of further reducing the RO Concentrate, GNWSD entered into an
intergovernmental agreement in 2012 with the Town of Hudson Wastewater Treatment
Facility (WWTF). Limited quantities of RO concentrate were trucked to the WWTF for
treatment. However, issues arose at the WWTF, unrelated to the RO concentrate, which
resulted in cancelling the agreement for the foreseeable future. Table 2 provides a
summary of the concentrate removed from the evaporation ponds in 2012 via yearly
evaporation and quantity of concentrate hauled off site.

(3) Unplanned Releases

Not applicable, GNWSD did not have any unplanned releases in 2012.
(4) Third Party Wastes

Not applicable, GNWSD does not receive third party waste.
(5) Annual Ground Water Monitoring Report

During the 2012 operating year an approved ground water operating plan was not in place.
However, GNWSD has submitted an Engineering, Design, and Operation Plan (EDOP) to
the Division outlining the proposed Ground Water Monitoring Plan. Once the EDOP and
Ground Water Monitoring Plan are approved, GNWSD will begin collecting data per the
approved plan and will submit the available data in the 2013 Annual Report.

Box Elder Creek Ranch and Rocking Horse Farms Pump Stations

The existing Box Elder Creek Ranch fire pump is a Goulds 18BF2U2B0 (75 horsepower, 12.5” impeller).
The existing Rocking Horse Farms fire pump is a Goulds 18BF2T2C0 {60 horsepower, 12.3125” impeller).

A spare Box Elder Creek Ranch fire pump could be maintained as a redundant arrangement for both
pump stations. A valve on the fire pump discharge pipe at Rocking Horse Farms could be used to control
the flow, or the larger arrangement would simply result in some additional flow from this pump station.

The Goulds 18BF2U2B0 is a cast iron, bronze fitted, end-suction flanged pump in the Goulds 3656M line.
The model 3656 offers close coupled design for space saving and simplified maintenance.

The 18BF2U2BO0 product code is also the catalog number for the pump. The meaning of each digit in the
product code is shown below.

The pump weighs 290 pounds and the motor weighs 1005 pounds.
The pump/motor footprint (for storage) is 47.5” (L) x 28.625” (W). The pump/motor height is 20”.

The budgetary price for the pump/motor arrangement is $10,000 ($8,850.00 quoted by Quadna on
02/19/14).

The lead time is around three to six weeks (provided by Quadna on 03/20/14).

On April 21, 2014, Water Technology Group quoted an alternate spare configuration —a Model 10Al/BF
/ Size 4x5-8, 3500 RPM, 75 horsepower unit —for $13,500, with a lead time of 10 weeks.

The existing Greatrock North fire pump is a Goulds VIT-CATM 12RILC 4-stage vertical turbine pump (60
horsepower, 7.8125" impeller).

A spare Greatrock North fire pump arrangement (bowls, column, discharge head, and motor) could be
procured from Water Technology Group.

The total weight of the unit (bowls, column, discharge head, and motor) is 2,059.2 pounds.

The pump and column measure 15 feet in length. The discharge head is approximately 2 feet in
diameter and approximately 18 inches in height. The motor is approximately 3 feet in height.

EDOP Compliance

The first round of quarterly testing has been completed for Alluvial Well No. 1, Alluvial Well No. 2, South
Evaporation Pond, and North Evaporation Pond. The results are presented in the attached EDOP
Compliance Monitoring sheets (2 pages).

Cla-Val Units at Pump Stations

1SiWest, Inc. has provided the attached proposal to complete an inventory and perform field maintenance for
five pump control valves at the District’s pump stations. The total estimated cost for these services is
$3,650.00, an average of $730.00 per valve.

Rocking Horse Farms Tank Reminting

The District is awaiting the signed agreements from the selected contractor, Coblaco Services, Inc. Upon
receipt of the requested documents, TST will contact Coblaco regarding a pre-construction meeting and
determine a schedule for the work.

Box Elder Creek Ranch Pump Station

The pump station improvements were placed into service on March 13,2014. TST has requested final O&M
materials and equipment data for the District’s inventory and maintenance management program.

Fire Hydrant Maintenance and Repairs

Attached is an updated summary of the fire hydrants observed in the Box Elder Creek Ranch and the
Greatrock North subdivisions. I have asked John Wyckoff and Jeff Rabas to add additional hydrants to the
list and return to me. Upon receipt, I will solicit cost quotations for corrections.

Pump Station Fire Pumps

I have verified the fire pump installations at Box Elder Creek Ranch and Rocking Horse Farms are the same,
so a 75 horsepower redundant fire pump/motor configuration could be maintained within the District for
quick installation. As noted last month, a redundant fire pump conﬁguratwn can be procured for
approximately $10,000. Typical lead time for the equipment is three to six weeks.

As for the Greatrock North fire pump, the data recorded in the Antero software indicates the four-stage
Model 12RJLC Goulds pump operating at 65 psi should result in flows between 670 gpm and 1220 gpm,
depending upon the impeller diameter. However, the impeller diameter is not identified is the inventory.
TST is researching the expected flows, as well as the lead times for replacement equipment.

As noted in the most recent Action Items matrix, TST and REC are to review and complete the inventory of
curb stops prior to soliciting bids. Landscaping impacts will need to be discussed with the Board.

Concentrate Disposal and Stream Reclassification

Ihave left a message with Bret Icenogle, of the WQCD’s Engineering Section, regarding the history of the
looping project, its impact on our water treatment operations, and our desire to pursue a stream
reclassification. I will meet with Bret to review the correspondence trail, representation of the verbal
authorization to construct the improvements, and our current situation.

Other Activities

Blending to Improve Water Quality: On November 11, 2013 TLECC modified the programming code to
allow the RO run time to be operator defined. The timer now ranges from 0 to 1,440 minutes (24 hours) and
is currently set at 240 minutes (4 hours) — up from the 30 minutes previously established. Ramey
Environmental Compliance sampled for total dissolved solids at each tank site in J anuary and March to
determine the impact of this change in operation.

This memorandum provides a summary of our actions to date towards identifying renewable water
supplies for the Greatrock North Water and Sanitation District (District). Based on the District’s desire to
phase in the purchase of water rights, we have focused on gathering information on existing water supply
projects that have potential for the District to join in. Those projects include the Town of Castle Rock’s
Box Elder Farm well field and augmentation plan and a project proposed by United Water and Sanitation
District. So far, we have contacted a number of individuals familiar with these water supply projects and
are in the process of setting up meetings with each entity to learn more about the potential opportunities
for the District to collaborate with or join their projects. We have not had success scheduling these
meetings prior to the Board meeting; therefore we are providing only a status update at this time.

¢ Town of Castle Rock — We have contacted Walraven Kettellapper and Mark Marlowe to
discuss the opportunity for the District to join forces with the Town of Castle Rock in
acquiring South Platte River water rights that could be used as an augmentation supply for
both the District’s alluvial wells and the town’ Box Elder Farm well field. Both Walraven
and Mark have expressed interest in working with the District and we are currently
scheduling a meeting to discuss the details sometime in the next couple, of weeks.

o United — We have talked to both Bob Lembke and Drew Damiano with United and they are
in process of pulling together thoughts and ideas regarding water rights that will be
appropriate for the District. We discussed meeting with United in early May. We should
know more about the particulars of opportunities with United in the near future.

Additionally, we have had a phone conversation with Steve Janssen with the Henrylyn Irrigation District
(Henrylyn). Steve indicated that Henrylyn did not have any water supply opportunities for the District to
participate in. However, if the District had the need to convey water from the South Platte River to Box
Elder Creek and/or store water, Henrylyn has facilities that could be made available to the District.

In addition to the water supplies identified above, we will continue to investigate other potential

renewable water supplies. Thank you and we look forward to discussing the results of our investigation
with the Board at the June Board Meeting.
