We are still on schedule for the Meter project, Keytrolls are working but is probably temporary Vince to bring recommendations on a new system next meeting, Had a water break on 6th and due to some valve issues Vince will be starting valve  exercise, checks and replacements program. We currently have 3 valves on hand. We will add a valve replacement line item to the budget for 2015.

· Miscellaneous Public Works: Raise for Rick, Trustee Craig made motion to give Rick his $1/hr. raise, Trustee Mayersmith Seconded, Voted, Carried.               
· Special Reports:  WEEDC – Trustee Jones attended a retreat in Montrose to help them come up with a system to take WEEDC from concept to reality. He was very impressed with the vision and would like to come at another time and speak about what is happening. All Points Transit – Senior bus and medical transport have received a grant to purchase 3 new busses and would like to get 3 more in March. They are in need of about $16,000 in match funds. Mark has been able to secure $1000 of that and would like to ask the board if the Town can help at all. Trustee Mahannah made motion to take $1000 a month from Emergency Medical Fund for 6 months to donate to All Points Transit for new buses, Trustee Newingham seconded, Trustee Craig –yes, Trustee Jones – obtained, Trustee Mahannah – yes, Trustee Mayersmith – Yes, trustee Newingham – yes, Carried.
