2016 & 2015 Call Comparison for month of September
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Calls of Significant Importance:

On September 4", Engine 55, Engine 51, Platte VValley Ambulance, and Battalion 51
were dispatched to the intersection of Hwy 7 (168" Ave) and Quebec on an injury traffic
accident. On arrival, crews found a two vehicle T-Bone rollover accident at the
intersection with significant damage. Fire and ambulance crews evaluated all parties
involved with no major injuries reported due to the fact that all occupants were
restrained. Several of the occupants were transported for further evaluation.

On September 10", Engine 55, Engine 51, Platte VValley Ambulance Battalion 51, and
Thornton Fire units were dispatched to the intersection of Hwy 7(168™ Ave) and Quebec
on an injury traffic accident at the intersection. This was the second response to the
intersection on a significant traffic accident within a week of each other. The incident
was reported by a Platte Valley Ambulance unit who witnessed the accident occur
directly in front of them. On arrival, crews found a two vehicle accident T-Bone rollover
accident at the intersection with significant damage. Fire crews had to extricate several
victims from one of the vehicles involved. The occupants were not restrained at the time
of the accident. Due to the impact of the vehicles, one victim was pronounced at the




scene. Fire crews remained on scene during the accident investigation and assisted law
enforcement with the victim extrication afterwards.

On September 16™, crews from Station 53 and Station 55 responded to the area of 136"
Ave and Quebec on a mutual aid request from North Metro and Thornton Fire for a large

weed fire which was threatening a neighborhood. Crews arrived on scene and assisted
with fire containment. The fire was contained with no significant loses reported.

e On September 26™, crews responded to a fire on the exterior of the house in the 15400
block of lola Street. Fortunately, the homeowner was home at the time and discovered
the fire before it extended into the attic. Crews quickly extinguished the fire and
overhauled the area of origin. Investigation found cause to be discarded smoking
material in a dry plastic flower pot next to the garage.

e On Sept. 26th, multiple weed/grass fires along two highways. Crews responded to four
separate fires along Hwy 7 and Hwy 85 in the span of 10 minutes. It is presumed a
vehicle traveling east on Hwy7 and then south on Hwy 85 started the fires. Crews
quickly extinguished, with the largest fire being adjacent to the cemetery. Cemetery
grounds crew assisted the firefighters by activating the lawn irrigation system and
directing the sprinklers towards the right-of-way fence.

Office of Emergency Management Report

Regional Risk Assessment Workshop- Held 7/31. Identified risk areas within the NCR with first response
agencies, private and nonprofit partners. Final AAR pending, but public health, and cyber security risk
ranked high (no significant adjustments from 2015)

THIRA Planning Workshop- conducted Sept 27. Regional partners evaluated a variety of local all hazard
scenarios and identified required resources and gaps for future planning and grant requests

Training and Exercise Planning Workshop- completed Oct 11. 2017-2018 will focus on smaller,
regionally and locally based drills around public health, hazmat, active threat etc.

HMGP- (4145) (Siren Project) — Siren at 55 received permit from Adams County on 10.17.16. Permit
issued for Station 54 and pole and half stacks will be installed 10.6.16. Once PUD issued, all three sirens
(54, 55, and Prairie Center) will receive remaining stacks and will complete. Awaiting estimated
completion date

City Council items for 2016- recently completed Operation CHAOS AAR/IP and OEM Annual Report

2016 CERT- September 8™ and run through November 5%, ending in full scale exercise at Vestas. Will be
exercising jointly with Longmont and Thornton CERT.

2016- Multi-jurisdictional Communications/Hazmat Full Scale Exercise (Operation CHAOS) —
Draft AAR/IP completed with City of Brighton and Brighton Fire improvement items. Will be presented
to City Council on October 25™. Copies of final report available upon request.

Resource Mobilization Planning- OEM working with Finance/Purchasing/procurement to address
emergency/disaster policies and exceptions for city processes. Brighton Purchasing/procurement/OEM
will be meeting with Longmont Purchasing/Procurement/OEM to look at implementing additional
emergency Finance policies procedures. Will finalize Resource mobilization plan and conduct training in
Q4 2016

BEST Meeting- (Brighton Emergency Services) group to meet November 29,

EOC- As part of AAR/IP additional training on existing job aids/ emergency resource ordering/purchasing
necessary. OEM would like to do short training on plans job tools followed by short resource drill.

Statewide Mass Care Sheltering- Red Cross and VOAD partners developing statewide plan for shelter
assistance. Brighton OEM participating and OEM representative and AFN Committee representative.
2017 Schedule TBD.

ESF 8 Statewide Resource Working Group- Brighton OEM participating as municipal representatives.
Currently outlining similarities and differences in resources identification acquisitions, etc. for public
health medical resources in both nonpublic health led and public health led events. These updates will
be reflected in Adams, Arapahoe, Douglas, Elbert and municipal ESF 8 plans. Final workshop scheduled
for last week in Oct. These will be further adapted statewide and be tested in CDPHE sponsored FSE in
June of 2017.
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
