Evacuation Protocol Update: Melanie Roth-Lawson, CDPHE 

 There are several issues with paying facilities during emergency situations because there is no 

statute to pay them 

 SPA amendment submitted on Sep. 30th requesting ability to pay facilities during disasters 

 There is a Regional Healthcare Evacuation Plan being developed which should help with: 

o Defining when to evacuate 

o How to handle the reverse 911 calls that reference the level of threat, etc. 

 SPA needs to be reviewed for missing language 

o Part E was left out so that services and payments were separated between Medicaid 

and Medicare  

o Need to define specific language for payments after 30 days  

o SPAs can’t go retroactive for disasters  

 *Look at combining involuntary protocol with standard protocol

Eligibility Coordination Process: Beverly Hirsekorn 

 Applications processed on or after 10/1/12 can be updated however, cases that were processed 

prior to 10/1/13 and which remain ongoing  cannot be run for eligibility  

 Issues with data failing to be converted for LTC clients, potential data fix  

o Issues with families who don’t submit verifications in a timely manner  
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 Medicare part B buy-in (HIBI program)  

o Issues with clients receiving letters that don’t apply to them 

 Reminder: the information going between the facility, provider, and to HCPF, could contain PHI 

which requires that emails be encrypted

Final Hospice Rule: Kathy Snow 

 Please review 42 CFR Part 438 which has been updated  

 Facilities that handle Hospice residents are now required to have a written agreement on both 

the NF and Hospice sides.   

o The roles between NF and Hospice staff need to be well defined and cannot overlap 

o Resident status change has to be clearly communicated by both sides
