This full day exercise will enhance regional and facility readiness, allowing partners to test their agency’s capabilities and limitations. The functional exercise scenario will engage partners in responding to a hypothetical disease outbreak. It will specifically test systems of information sharing, communication, and the ability to coordinate among multiple emergency operations centers. Successful practices and lessons learned from the functional exercise will be incorporated into the full-scale exercise in the following year. Exercises are a safe place for individual agencies to integrate their current plan with their region’s response system and to test how effective the collective response to a health threat will be.
As we practice with our partners, our communities see preparedness as a priority. We strengthen community networks and discover new resources for disasters and everyday public health.
