Environmental Scan: 
● Nicole Comstock conducted feedback sessions, name the 

Environmental Scan, of local agencies requesting feedback on OEPR. 
● Issues with the RPOC model were provided that were summarized 

with categories such as RPOC knowledge, work plan reviews, 
expectations and roles, outreach, regional calls, communication, 
standard approach, exercises, response, site visits, and information 
sharing. 

● Quality improvement project was created from this feedback with 
an agenda containing education and information sharing, building 
needs, solution development with measures, solution comparison 
with the needs and environmental scan issues, and finally a timeline 
for solution enactment. 

● The timeline for this Q&I project consists of meeting with the final 4 
regions (last region scheduled for 9/21), I will provide OEPR Director 
Dane Matthew with results, to then provide a briefing at the Fall 
Regional Staff and Partner Conference of the solution moving 
forward and how we will look to measure and adjust.

T​he ability to respond to the needs of our communities following natural or 
man‐made disasters and public health emergencies is of critical 
importance. On Aug. 26, CHA will host a free “CMS 1135 Waiver – What You 
Need to Know” webinar. This webinar will give an overview of how and 
when CMS provides regulatory flexibilities during disasters and how to 
secure these for your facility.  You will not only receive information on 
staying compliant with CMS requirements, but more importantly, how this 
information can be put to use by your facility to ensure greater resilience 
and sustainable operations during disasters. Anyone employed by hospitals, 
public health, emergency medical services, behavioral health, emergency 
managers, coroners, healthcare coalition members and medical support 
service leaders who may be called to respond in the event of a disaster is 
encouraged to attend. 
  
This webinar will be led by David Wright, Director of the Survey and 
Certification Group within the U.S. Centers for Medicare and Medicaid 
Services (CMS) and Commander John Gibbons, a Regional Emergency 
Coordinator for the US Department of Health and Human Services in the 
Office of the Assistant Secretary for Preparedness and Response.
