 Function of Potable Water System: Mr. Rabas discussed with the Board how 
the potable water system functions and how SCADA telemetry system interacts
with it.  It was noted that there are 8 total wells that serve the District. 
 
Greatrock North (“GRN”) - 1 UKA and 1 LFH wells.  The water facility 
houses three pumps, including two pumps and one fire pump. 
 
Rocking Horse Farms (“RHF”) – I UKA and 1 LFH wells.  The water facility 
houses three pumps, including two 7.5 horsepower pumps and one fire pump. 
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Box Elder Creek Ranch (“BECR”) – 1 UKA, 1 LFH, 2 alluvial wells.  The 
water facility houses three pumps and the Reverse Osmosis System.  LFH well is
used for augmentation purposes.  The two water tanks work in tandem with each
other. 
 
All wells send water to the facility at Box Elder Creek Ranch for chlorination 
and/or reverse osmosis treatment.  Treated water is then pumped to the
distribution system to serve all three subdivisions. 
 
The Board directed operations staff to clean the facilities, dust, remove corrosion,
etc. 
 
SCADA:  The computer monitor at BECR displays information for all three
facilities.  Information such as pump activity, tank levels, pond levels, water
measurement, reverse osmosis functionality, etc. is tracked in the SCADA 
system.  System operators have the ability to review this information on a regular
basis.

I am searching for records for the generator control outputs and/or transfer switch 
contacts.  REC is also communicating with the generator/transfer switch representatives for information. 
I will coordinate a site visit to coincide with TLECC’s next scheduled trip to the District to inspect each 
installation.

Updates on Other District Related Items 
 
Summary of Discussions from mid-month meeting with Director Wyckoff and Director Fleck – 
a mid-month meeting was not held in September due to the SDA conference. 
 
Internet Issues at Box Elder Creek Ranch Facility – due to the recent storms, Century Link has 
experienced problems with the internet service at Box Elder Creek Ranch Water Facility.  Century 
Link has been contacted and a repair has been scheduled for Monday, September 30, 2013.  With the 
absence of internet service, the operators are not able to remotely log-in to SCADA and are not 
receiving daily reports via email. 
 
Meeting with CDPHE to Discuss Concentrate Management Issues – John, Brad and I met with 
representatives of CDPHE on Monday, September 23, 2013 to discuss the current concentrate 
management issues.  Brad will provide a summary of those discussions at the Board meeting.

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Preface
Soil surveys contain information that affects land use planning in survey areas. They
highlight soil limitations that affect various land uses and provide information about
the properties of the soils in the survey areas. Soil surveys are designed for many
different users, including farmers, ranchers, foresters, agronomists, urban planners,
community officials, engineers, developers, builders, and home buyers. Also,
conservationists, teachers, students, and specialists in recreation, waste disposal,
and pollution control can use the surveys to help them understand, protect, or enhance
the environment.


Various land use regulations of Federal, State, and local governments may impose
special restrictions on land use or land treatment. Soil surveys identify soil properties
that are used in making various land use or land treatment decisions. The information
is intended to help the land users identify and reduce the effects of soil limitations on
various land uses. The landowner or user is responsible for identifying and complying
with existing laws and regulations.


Great differences in soil properties can occur within short distances. Some soils are
seasonally wet or subject to flooding. Some are too unstable to be used as a
foundation for buildings or roads. Clayey or wet soils are poorly suited to use as septic
tank absorption fields. A high water table makes a soil poorly suited to basements or
underground installations.


The National Cooperative Soil Survey is a joint effort of the United States Department
of Agriculture and other Federal agencies, State agencies including the Agricultural
Experiment Stations, and local agencies. The Natural Resources Conservation
Service (NRCS) has leadership for the Federal part of the National Cooperative Soil
Survey.


Information about soils is updated periodically. Updated information is available
through the NRCS Soil Data Mart Web site or the NRCS Web Soil Survey. The Soil
Data Mart is the data storage site for the official soil survey information.

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Soil Information for All Uses


Soil Properties and Qualities
The Soil Properties and Qualities section includes various soil properties and qualities
displayed as thematic maps with a summary table for the soil map units in the selected
area of interest. A single value or rating for each map unit is generated by aggregating
the interpretive ratings of individual map unit components. This aggregation process
is defined for each property or quality.


Soil Qualities and Features


Soil qualities are behavior and performance attributes that are not directly measured,
but are inferred from observations of dynamic conditions and from soil properties.
Example soil qualities include natural drainage, and frost action. Soil features are
attributes that are not directly part of the soil. Example soil features include slope and
depth to restrictive layer. These features can greatly impact the use and management
of the soil.


Hydrologic Soil Group (Greatrock North)


Hydrologic soil groups are based on estimates of runoff potential. Soils are assigned
to one of four groups according to the rate of water infiltration when the soils are not
protected by vegetation, are thoroughly wet, and receive precipitation from long-
duration storms.


The soils in the United States are assigned to four groups (A, B, C, and D) and three
dual classes (A/D, B/D, and C/D). The groups are defined as follows:


Group A. Soils having a high infiltration rate (low runoff potential) when thoroughly
wet. These consist mainly of deep, well drained to excessively drained sands or
gravelly sands. These soils have a high rate of water transmission.


Group B. Soils having a moderate infiltration rate when thoroughly wet. These consist
chiefly of moderately deep or deep, moderately well drained or well drained soils that
have moderately fine texture to moderately coarse texture. These soils have a
moderate rate of water transmission.
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Group C. Soils having a slow infiltration rate when thoroughly wet. These consist
chiefly of soils having a layer that impedes the downward movement of water or soils
of moderately fine texture or fine texture. These soils have a slow rate of water
transmission.


Group D. Soils having a very slow infiltration rate (high runoff potential) when
thoroughly wet. These consist chiefly of clays that have a high shrink-swell potential,
soils that have a high water table, soils that have a claypan or clay layer at or near the
surface, and soils that are shallow over nearly impervious material. These soils have
a very slow rate of water transmission.


If a soil is assigned to a dual hydrologic group (A/D, B/D, or C/D), the first letter is for
drained areas and the second is for undrained areas. Only the soils that in their natural
condition are in group D are assigned to dual classes.

100 Feet of a Water Main Line:  The Board discussed the imposition of AOS fees 
on all vacant lots within the District that are within 100 feet of a water main line
and directed staff to move forward with notifications to rate payers and to add
this item to the November 5, 2013 Agenda for consideration.

Reserve Analysis:  Mr. Simons summarized his work to complete the reserve 
analysis that was prepared by Olsson Associates, Inc.  He provided a 5/10/20 year 
normalization of costs to be reserved on an annual basis to meet the reserve
demands.  Mr. Simons recommended budgeting $29,000 per year to meet the 
future operation and maintenance and capital replacements.  A copy of the 
analysis report is attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. 
 
System Development Fee Analysis:  Mr. Simons reported that he is continuing 
his efforts to complete the system development fee analysis. 
 
Evaporation Ponds:  
 
Analysis for Evaporative Ponds and Concentrate Matters:  Mr. Simons reported 
that he has scheduled a meeting with the Colorado Department of Public Health 
and Environment (“CDPHE”) to discuss the concentrate management issue with 
them to determine options for mitigation. 
 
Status of Blending Ratios:  The Board entered into discussion regarding the status
of blending ratios and its effects on soils and landscape in Box Elder Creek 
Ranch.  It was noted that the CSU Extension Agent indicated he would attend the
meeting tonight, but, he did not attend.  Mr. Simons will follow-up and see if he 
can attend the October meeting. 
 
Installation of Pumps and Variable Frequency Drive at Rocking Horse 
Farms Facility:  It was noted that the project has been completed. 
 
Purchase and Installation of a Variable Frequency Drive on Greatrock
North Pump No. 2:  It was noted that the project is scheduled to begin in mid-
September.

Water Quality Issues in Box Elder Creek Ranch and Rocking Horse Farms:

Responsibility to Maintain the Pressure Regulating Valves in Rocking Horse 
Farms:  The Board discussed the responsibility to maintain the pressure 
regulating valves (“PRVs”) in Rockinghorse Farms.  Ms. Johnson reported that a 
field sampling inspection of meter pits in Greatrock North and Box Elder Creek 
Ranch determined that PRVs are not installed in the meter pits and, therefore, 
pursuant to the District’s Rules and Regulations, if a homeowner in those 
subdivisions has a PRV installed on their service line, it would be the 
homeowner’s responsibility to maintain it.  Given this, the Board determined that 
the responsibility to maintain the PRV in Rockinghorse Farms is the 
homeowner's responsibility as it is in Greatrock North and Box Elder Creek 
Ranch.

 Development Projects:  The Board reviewed the status of the current 
development projects. 
 
Box Elder Creek Ranch Filing No. 3 Development:  It was noted that Meadow 
Homes has sold one lot in Filing 3 and has another under contract to sell.  A 
building permit has been issued for the lot that sold and construction is underway.
