Then as we move right, the level of care can change to NF level of care and State Plan benefits continue to be utilized at this point; 

as we continue on the care can again change to Assisted Living FACILITY level of care.    and finally with the assistance of the waiver benefits some clients may even be able to receive services in their home.  The box in the upper right section provides a few examples of services offered through an HCBS waiver and the clients will also receive state plan benefits in addition to the waiver services..
