Children with Special Health Care Needs Data Set 2013

The Children with Special Health Care Needs (CSHCN) Data Set 2013 contains recent
data for Colorado and the nation including maternal and child health performance
measures as well as other measures of interest in the CSHCN population.

Performance measures are determined by the federal Maternal and Child Health Bureau
and are used to define problems and to facilitate planning for public health. The
additional measures included in the Data Set that are not performance measures are
selected by the Health Care Program for Children with Special Needs at the Colorado
Department of Public Health and Environment and are also used to define problems and
to facilitate planning.

The data come from two sources: the Colorado Child Health Survey and the National
Survey of Children with Special Health Care Needs. Results from the Colorado Child
Health Survey (CHS) represent CSHCN ages 1 through 14 in Colorado. Results from the
CHS are available for 2010-2011 combined. Results from the National Survey of
Children with Special Health Care Needs represent CSHCN ages 0 through 17 in
Colorado and the nation. The national survey was conducted in 2001, 2005-2006, and
most recently in 2009-2010.

The CSHCN measures are shown for Colorado and the nation. No county level data are
available due to the relatively small numbers of CSHCN in individual counties.
