RE:  Upcoming Changes to the Title X Competitive Grant Application

Dear Title X Vendor:

We want to draw your attention to newly added priorities in the Title X Competitive Application process. The Office of Population Affairs recently added application questions, aimed to demonstrate that all Title X grantees (CDPHE) and their vendors (all Title X clinics in Colorado) have the following “sustainability” practices in place.  At this point, CDPHE does not know if these new additions are requirements or recommendations (musts and/or shoulds). 

Please see below a few of the new priorities that CDPHE will address on behalf of the vendors. Colorado’s  competitive application will be due to the Federal, Title X office in March 2016 – that’s 18 months from now. 

Demonstrating that the project infrastructure will ensure sustainability of family planning and reproductive health services throughout the proposed service area including the following, three areas:

1. Electronic Medical Records:  Incorporation of certified Electronic Health Record (EHR) systems and other HIT.  To find out if your clinic’s EMR or the system you plan to purchase is Medicaid/CMS Certified, visit here: http://www.cms.gov/Regulations-and-Guidance/Legislation/EHRIncentivePrograms/Certification.html

2. Medicaid and Insurance:  Evidence of contracts with insurance and systems for third party billing as well as the ability to facilitate the enrollment of clients into insurance and Medicaid optimally onsite; and to report on numbers assisted and enrolled.

CDPHE will require that all Title X vendors be enrolled as Medicaid providers and actively bill Medicaid. At this time, CDPHE does not expect to require vendors to have contracts in place with all insurers. However, CDPHE will require (from those not collaborating with insurance companies) a justification for not contracting.  

3. Referral to Primary Care Providers: Evidence of the ability to provide comprehensive primary care services onsite or demonstration of formal robust linkages with comprehensive primary care providers.
 
Again, CDPHE is not sure if these additional items will become required practices of Title X. We are simply giving vendors ample time to gear-up for these changes. CDPHE will be asking vendors these questions when preparing the next competitive Title X grant application (in January 2016).
