
As stated in our previously published memo , the STEPP program is pleased to announce the FY15/16 

tobacco education, prevention and cessation grant portfolio. 

Applicants will see some changes in the mechanisms by which the grant funds are administered and 

distributed. Traditionally, the majority of the funds have been awarded through a single Request for 

Applications (RFA) process. For this grant cycle, more of the projects will be awarded through alternate 

means, such as Requests for Proposals (RFPs). As promised, this memo will share the strategies to 

procure the remaining A35 funds for the new 3 year cycle.  The remaining funds will be procured 

according to the chart below.  

Due to the implementation of the statewide financial system, CORE, we anticipate posting Requests for 

Proposals in the Fall 2014.  We will share more information about the timeline when it becomes 

available from CDPHE’s Contracts and Procurement Office.  The agencies that have been identified as 

Sole Source and/or Interagency Agreement vendors have been made aware that we intend to work with 

them through these funding mechanisms.
