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LOGAN COUNTY BOARD OF HUMAN SERVICES

January 14, 2015

Logan County Commissioner Chairman pro tem Dave Donaldson called the Board meeting to order at 9:03 a.m. at the Logan County Central Services building with Logan County Commissioner Gene Meisner, Human Services’ Director Dave Long, and recording secretary, Peggy Kircher, present.

Also joining the meeting was: Shannon Deal, Co-Director of Small World Christian Child Care Center.
Minutes from the Board meeting held on December 10, 2014 were presented.  Commissioner Gene Meisner moved to approve the minutes as written.  Chairman pro tem Dave Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.

Karen Milner, Accounting and Finance supervisor, joined the meeting.

Ms. Milner gave the Board detailed information about the monthly financial reports.

Director Long gave the Commissioners detailed information about the adult protection services expenditures and allocation.

Director Long informed the Commissioners that the Employment First program will be seeing many changes this year due to the signing of the federal farm bill.  The focus and funding is getting shifted and it appears that it will be tied to Colorado Works and employment efforts.  
Ms. Milner gave the Board detailed information about the TANF Transfer balances worksheet. 

Ms. Milner excused herself from the meeting.

The Board reviewed and approved the client payroll certification, dated December 31, 2014.

Donna Marx, Colorado Works supervisor, joined the meeting.

Ms. Marx updated the Board regarding the Basic Cash Assistance supportive services and Non Assistance services program and spreadsheet.

Ms. Marx excused herself from the meeting.

The Board reviewed the intergovernmental agreement for the distribution of employment -focused funds between Weld, Cheyenne, Kit Carson, Logan, Morgan, Phillips, Sedgwick, Washington, and Yuma Counties.

Director Long gave the Commissioners detailed information about the program and agreement.

Commissioner Gene Meisner moved to approve the intergovernmental agreement for the distribution of employment -focused funds between Weld, Cheyenne, Kit Carson, Logan, Morgan, Phillips, Sedgwick, Washington, and Yuma Counties and authorized the Chairman pro tem to sign the agreement.  Chairman pro tem Dave Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.

Donna Marx, Colorado Works supervisor, joined the meeting.

The Board reviewed the TANF grant request from the Family Resource Center and services contract between Logan County DHS and Family Resource Center in the amount of $14,741.00 for the Youth Parenting Group sessions.  Ms. Marx gave the Board detailed information about the grant request.  The Board would like the services contract reflect a minimum number in attendance to the youth parenting group classes/sessions.

Chairman pro tem Dave Donaldson moved to enter an agreement between Logan County Department of Human Services and Family Resource Center to conduct a young parenting group between January 14, 2015 and June 25, 2015 in the amount of $14,741.00.
Commissioner Gene Meisner seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.

The Board discussed a CCCAP grant request from Small World Christian Child Care Center to replace the rooftop furnace at the facility.  Bids were requested from local vendors to replace the furnace at the facility.  Bailey Mechanical submitted a bid in the amount of $8,184.00 and Yuma Sheet Metal LLC submitted a bid in the amount of $7,841.24 for the replacement of a roof top furnace at the facility.  
Small World Christian Child Care Center will continue to provide child care services to children ages 0-12 years of age in exchange for General Assistance funding in the amount of $2,000.00, which will be repaid to LCDHS, and CCCAP funding in the amount of $6184.00 for a total amount of $8,184.00.
Commissioner Gene Meisner moved to approve the proposal from Bailey Mechanical in replacing the rooftop furnace at the Small World Christian Child Care Center in the amount of $8,184.00.
Chairman pro tem Dave Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.
Chairman pro tem Dave Donaldson moved to enter into an agreement between Logan County Department of Human Services and Small World Christian Child Care Center.  They will repay LCDHS $2,000 by June 25th, 2015.  Commissioner Gene Meisner seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.

Ms. Deal said that the center is improving financially and structurally and their Board meets every other month.  Commissioner Donaldson said that since the County has an investment in the facility, they will be stopping by the Center to see how things are progressing.

Ms. Deal excused herself from the meeting.

Director Long gave the Commissioners detailed information about the re-appointment of the Citizen’s Review Panel.  The purpose of the Panel is if there is a grievance against a caseworker that is a behavioral issue, the CRP will review the issue. 

Cindy Stieb has agreed to serve on the Panel.
Commissioner Gene Meisner moved to re-appoint Cindy Stieb to the Citizen’s Review Panel for the calendar year 2015.  Chairman pro tem Dave Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.  
Director Long gave the Commissioners update information regarding the hotline phone system.

Director Long informed the Commissioners regarding staffing updates.  Theresa Steger was hired to fill the vacant Administrative Specialist position in the front office.  Andrea Calderon was hired to fill the vacant eligibility specialist position and she will start employment on January 26th.  A second round interview will be conducted on January 15th for the case aide position.  Tara Friend, caseworker in Core Services, gave verbal notice of her resignation.  
Director Long gave the Commissioners a list of used computers and monitors that are available for other county offices.  Commissioner Gene Meisner reminded the Board that there is going to be a county auction in April or May.  The list of items that are going to be placed on the auction needs to be given to Jennifer Crow in the Commissioner’s office.
Director Long informed the Commissioners that Lovetta Love has taken over Julie Kerksick’s position as the Enterprise Director under Executive Director Reggie Bicha at the State level.  It was discussed at a meeting that if the State gets sanctioned because they are not meeting the food assistance requirements from the federal standards or from the lawsuit, it will be the liability of the County and not the State.  The counties are concerned about this due to some of the untimely processed cases are due to State issues and State Help Desk tickets have been places to get the system fixed so the cases can be processed.  
The next Board of Human Services meeting will be held on February 11, 2015 at 9:00 a.m. at the Central Services building.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 10:33 a.m.
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
