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Public Hearing Mtg. on the SLWSD Service Plan
October 19th, 2015

1. The meeting was called to order at 6:00pm.  The SLWSD board and the District’s lawyer, Rich Tremaine, introduced themselves to the community members who were in attendance.
2. Present:  Kathleen Titus, Jim Finnegan, Bob Hulton, Dave Entwistle, Rich Tremaine, Mr. and Mrs. Greg Murray, Mr. and Mrs. Tim Wright, Doug Kenyon, Rick Pettit, Sharon Ashburn, and Lannie Mack.
3. Discussion on the Service Plan—The board heard individually from each of the community members who attended the meeting.  Among some of the comments which were voiced…sometimes repeatedly:
-The Service Plan is unfair and unethical since it was stated years ago that the District’s mission was to provide water, sewer and fire protection to lots within the district’s boundaries, and yet it was never in the plans to do so.  It does not seem right for the majority of the lots who do not receive water services to continue to have to pay a mil levy tax of 6.661 mils to the SLWSD.
-The District Board’s rule that only owners A and B lots can serve as Board members is undemocratic as C and D lot owners pay the same tax as A and B lot owners and yet, don’t have a say in how their tax dollars are being spent.
-If there are members in the District who are not served with water and sewer services, they should be able to opt out of the district and not pay taxes.
-There were three formal applications which were turned in asking to be withdrawn from the District.
-Greg Murray strongly suggested that a mutual aid agreement be put in place between the Fire District and the Steamboat Lake Water and Sanitation District.                                   -Lannie Mack suggested that the Exemption in 1986 be notated in the Service Plan.  He also shared that from his recollection, the original land developer may not have filed for bankruptcy but rather simply walked away from the land.
            -After all of the community members shared their concerns, Jim Finnegan let them know    
that the Board had heard them loud and clear and let them know that the District Board would carefully take into consideration their concerns.
-The written comments from the Wayne Adamo Trust was received by the Board and his letter is attached.
