Trustee Mahannah made motion not to file a claim with CIRSA for missing money, Trustee Jones seconded, Voted, Carried.
Park Liability form need to have one, Clerk smith will bring CIRSA example to next work session. Arrangements for reserving the park need to be made a week in advance and if there will be anything that needs to be staked down (tent, bounce houses etc.) park users will need to clear with PW.
Old typewriters etc. Clerk Smith would like to do some cleaning of the store room and asked if she could discard old phones, typewriters, software programs etc. Trustee Jones made motion to allow the clerk on good judgement to discard what is no longer needed. These items will be picked up by trustee Mahannah and taken to the landfill. Trustee Craig Seconded, Voted, Carried.
Second budget hearing October 21st. All agreed
OLD BUSINESS: NEMS Mosaic – Trustee Craig made motion to buy a $100 tile for the town, Trustee Mahannah seconded, Voted, Carried.
