Logan County and Washington County Severe Weather May 2015
2:30 p.m. update
May 19, 2015

With additional heavy precipitation this week, emergency personnel are going to continue monitoring water levels in the South Platte River, as well as other creeks in the area. There is currently a flood warning effective until 1:30 p.m. on Sat., May 23.
The National Weather Service (NWS) is predicting another rise in the South Platte River similar to last week. NWS impact statements are presently being updated to show correct impacts at different stages of the river. The river level is anticipated to crest sometime early Friday at Atwood.
The public is still being cautioned to be aware of changing conditions and take precautions if necessary.
Road updates:
County Road 40, between County Road 49 and Highway 138 – NOW OPEN

County Road 25, between Hwy. 6 and the Merino bridge – NOW OPEN

Hwy 55, between Hwy. 138 and I-76 – NOW OPEN

County Road 18, between County Roads 11 and 13 – NOW OPEN
Residents in Logan and Washington counties are still being urged to report any damage relating to the recent severe weather/flooding incident. Those residents who have experienced property damage from flood waters and/or groundwater, including basement flooding, should email their information to npac001@gmail.com. Please include your address, contact information and phone number along with a general description of damages. The information is being requested as part of the damage assessment process for the Logan and Washington Counties Offices of Emergency Management.

Agriculture impacts, including downed-fencing and crop flooding, should be directed to Lee Ann Lambert at the Logan County Extension Office at 522-3200.
Red Cross clean-up kits are available for residents who have experienced flooding and/or water damage. These kits can be picked up at the Logan County Extension Office, 508 S. 10th Ave., weekdays 9 a.m.-5 p.m. After hours call 970-520-5120.
Sandbags: City of Sterling and Logan County residents can still get sand and sandbags by contacting the following agencies; the Crook Volunteer Fire Department (970) 571-3032; the Merino Volunteer Fire Department (970) 466-2460. In Sterling, sand is available at the old county shops located on N. Division Ave. and bags are available at the maintenance shop inside the Logan County Fairgrounds (This is limited to 20 bags per residence at this point.). Sand and sandbags are also available at the Sterling Service Center on Sugar Mill Road, Monday-Friday. There is also sand available for Atwood residents who have their own bags at Highway 63 and 6.
