[bookmark: _GoBack]Requirements for a Memorandum of Understanding under WIOA
To Be Implemented by July 1, 2016

Pursuant to WIOA, the local board, with the agreement of the chief elected official, shall develop and enter into a memorandum of understanding (MOU) concerning the operation of the one-stop delivery system in the local area. This template outlines the minimum requirements for an MOU under the law and is provided only as a technical assistance resource. It is expected and anticipated that local boards may need to add sections or language as required by their policies and procedures, which may include consultation with experts on contracts and agreements.. Section III of this template, titled Current Resources, is in reference to any sources of funding that support the partner’s ongoing career services programs; it is not a requirement for partners to provide funding. The statutory requirement to contribute to infrastructure funding is not included in this template. This item will be added to the template for implementation on July 1, 2017.

The MOU is between the local board and each one-stop partner. The board can choose to include all partners in one MOU or enter into separate MOUs with each partner. The partner programs that must have an MOU with the local board are listed below. If a program is not funded in a workforce area, then the MOU is not necessary.
