After a 208 agency certifies the proposed interceptor, please submit a copy of Regulation 22.6 Application Form ‘208 Agency Certification and Governmental Authorities Recommendation’ to the Division within 10 days.  If the facility will be located adjacent to a site that is owned or managed by a federal or state agency, send the agency(ies) a copy of this application for the agency’s review and recommendation.
