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AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE
COMPLIANCE ORDER ON CONSENT NUMBER: MC-130213-1

IN THE MATTER OF: THE CITY AND COUNTY OF DENVER
DENVER INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT
DENVER COUNTY, COLORADO

The Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment (“Department”), through the Water
Quality Control Division (“Division™), issues this Amendment Number One to the February 13, 2013,
Compliance Order on Consent, Number: MC-130213-1, (See attached copy marked as “Attachment
A" for reference.) which was executed between the Division and City and County of Denver
(“Denver™), through its enterprise Denver International Airport (“DIA™). This amendment is issued
pursuant to the Division’s authority under the Colorado Water Quality Control Act, sections 25-8-101
to 703, C.R.S. (the “Act”), and with the express consent of Denver and DIA. The Division, Denver
and DIA may be referred to collectively as “the Parties.”

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

The mutual objective of the Parties in amending Compliance Order on Consent, Number: MC-130213-
1 (the “COC”) is:

1. To establish an effective date of the COC.

GENERAL FINDINGS

2. Upon its issuance on February 13, 2013, the COC included a provision(s) that it would become
effective on the date when the Executive Director or his designee imposed a civil penalty following
closure of the public comment period. However, the Parties agreed through the COC that the entire
civil penalty would be mitigated through the completion of a Supplemental Environmental Project
(“SEP”), as further described in the COC. As such, a penalty imposition by the Executive Director
or his designee will not occur.

3. The Parties have determined that the following amendments to the COC are appropriate.
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AMENDMENT NUMBER ONE

4. In consideration of the need to establish an effective date of the COC, paragraphs 35 and 56 of the
COC are hereby superseded and replaced with the following new paragraphs:

35. Following closure of the public comment period, this Consent Order constitutes a final
agency order or action on May 31, 2013. Any violation of the provisions of this Consent Order
by DIA, including any false certifications, shall be a violation of a final order or action of the
Division for the purpose of §25-8-608, C.R.S., and may result in the assessment of civil
penalties of up to ten thousand dollars per day for each day during which such violation occurs.

56. Following closure of the public comment period referenced in paragraph 34, this Consent

Order shall be fully effective, enforceable and constitute a final agency action on May 31,
2013.

NOTICE OF EFFECTIVE DATE

5. This amendment shall be fully effective and enforceable on May 31, 2013.

SCOPE AND EFFECT

6. The scope and effect of this amendment to the COC is expressly limited to the matters specifically

identified herein. All other terms, conditions or requirements of the COC shall remain unchanged
and in effect.
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AUTHORIZATION TO SIGN

7. The undersigned warrant that they are authorized to legally bind their respective principals to this
amendment to the COC. This amendment to the COC may be executed in multiple counterparts,
each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which shall constitute one and the same
amendment. In the event that a party does not sign this amendment to the COC within twenty (20)

calendar days of the other party's signature, this amendment becomes null and void.
