A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CENTRAL, COLORADO, APPROVING THE SECOND ADDENDUM TO MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING REGARDING LAW ENFORCEMENT SERVICES 
Whereas, by Resolution Nos. 16-11 and 16-12 the City Council approved that certain Memorandum of Understanding for Law Enforcement Services and that certain First Addendum to the Memorandum of Understanding for Law Enforcement Services (together, the “MOU”); and 

WHEREAS, the City and the Gilpin County Sheriff’s Office are parties to the MOU; and 

WHEREAS, the parties to the MOU desire to amend Paragraph 4 of the MOU in order to clarify that the GCSO is authorized to hire up to four (4) additional deputies to provide services to the City under the MOU and authorize the GCSO to utilize up to two (2) additional CCPD patrol vehicles during the term of the MOU; and 

WHEREAS, the amendments to the MOU are set forth in that certain Second Addendum to the MOU, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 (the “Second Addendum”); and 

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to approve the Second Addendum.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CENTRAL, COLORADO, THAT:

Section 1.
The City Council hereby approves the Second Addendum attached to this Resolution in substantially the form attached as Exhibit 1, authorizes the City Manager, in consultation with the City Attorney, to make such changes as may be needed to correct any nonmaterial errors or language that do not increase the financial obligations of the City, and authorizes the City Manager to execute the Second Addendum on behalf of the City.  

Section 2.
In accordance with the terms of the MOU, and as modified by the Second Addendum, the City Manager shall remain authorized to coordinate with the Sheriff or the Sheriff’s designee to adjust the service schedule set forth in the MOU on an as-needed basis in order to ensure that adequate law enforcement coverage is available to the residents and business owners within the City.

Section 3.
Effective Date.  This Resolution shall take effect upon its approval by the City Council.
