The agenda was approved as presented.

CONSENT AGENDA

Alderman Voorhies moved to approve the consentdayeonntaining the regular bill lists for March
21, and 28, 2013 and the City Council minutes ofdf1al9, 2013. Alderman Gaines seconded, and
without discussion, the motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC FORUM/AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION
No one requested time to address the Council.

SECOND READING AND PUBLIC HEARING
Ordinance No. 13-04An ordinance of the City Council of the City of Central, Colorado adopting a
noxious weed management plan, regulating the growth of weeds and repealing and replacing
Article 1V of Chapter 7 of the Municipal Code.

Attorney McAskin explained this ordinance which ptfoa noxious weed management plan and
regulates the growth of other weeds to a maximuighhef twelve (12) inches. Previously,
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noxious weed management within the City was addcegough an intergovernmental agreement
with Clear Creek County. That IGA is scheduledetoninate on June 30, 2013.

The City is required by State law (C.R.S. 8§ 35-B08; et seq., the “Colorado Noxious Weed Act”
or “Act”) to adopt a noxious weed management ptarafl property within the City. The Act also
requires the City to appoint a local advisory baargrepare a noxious weed management plan to
govern the management, control, elimination, asgakal of noxious weeds within the City. The
Adoption of the proposed ordinance will satisfy tequirement under the Act to adopt a noxious
weed management plan.

The fiscal impact of the proposed Ordinance willdependent on the number of violations and the
City Staff's involvement in enforcement (or the 8t agents or others delegated authority to
enforce the noxious weed management regulations).

Costs related to mitigation of noxious weeds, asasth in the proposed Ordinance, are ultimately
the responsibility of the landowner violating tlegulations. If not paid when due, the proposed
ordinance authorizes the City to record a stateroileen with the Gilpin County Clerk and
Recorder. Obviously, if mitigation costs are naidpby a landowner that has violated the
Ordinance, the City will incur certain carrying t®guntil such date as the lien is satisfied). sAs
forth above, noxious weed management within thg ass previously been addressed through an
intergovernmental agreement with Clear Creek Caufitye Clear Creek County IGA is scheduled
to terminate on June 30, 2013. Instead of renetiadGA, selected members of City Staff (Public
Works Department) will be licensed to apply pests and authorized to undertake other weed
mitigation techniques following successfully contplg the State’s commercial pesticide applicator
exam. Staff believes that this approach will alistaff to be more responsive to weed management
issues in the community. Instead of County repregives (or CDOT representatives) doing
mitigation work on the Parkway, the weed manageraetitities within the community will be
managed and overseen by City Staff.

Mayor pro tem Spain opened the public hearing at 7:04 p.m. awited comment. Hearing none,
he closed the public hearing at 7:04 p.m.

Alderman Gaines moved to approve Ordinance 13-@dorflinance of the City Council of the City
of Central, Colorado adopting a noxious weed mamage plan, regulating the growth of weeds
and repealing and replacing Article IV of Chaptesfihe Municipal Code on second reading.
Alderman Voorhies seconded, and without discussl@motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance No. 13-05An ordinance of the City Council of the City of Central, Colorado amending
certain provisions of Chapter 13 of the Municipal Code concerning municipal utilities; specifically
regulations pertaining to the city water system.

Attorney McAskin explained Ordinance No. 13-05 grsgs minor revisions to Chapter 13 of the
Municipal Code, pertaining to the City’s water ®st The City Council adopted Ordinance No.
12-08 on August 7, 2012, which Ordinance repeatetraplaced Chapter 13 of the Municipal
Code. The minor revisions set forth in Ordinan8eD% are being proposed by the Public Works
Department in order to conform the regulationsuwent City practices and policies.

The minor revisions to Chapter 13 addressed inr@rdie 13-05 include adding a definition of
corporation stop or saddle/corporation stop to Chapter 13; and amending Section 13-111 tafglar
that that customers are responsible for the owieestd maintenance of service lines from the

corporation stop to the licensed premises (to Isistent with the definition of service line set
forth in Chapter 13).

Alderman Hieder asked the difference between alsaxiporation stop and a curb box. Utilities
Superintendent Griffith explained that the corparastop is a valve located at the main and only
used for excavation and in an emergency by Citywclide curb box is located on the property and
may be attached to the meter if the property hast@r pit. The property owner is required to keep
the curb box free and clear of debris and accesgimnaintenance.

Mayor pro tem Spain re-opened the public hearing at 7:10 p.rmb B&ssman, 202 W®High

asked how a homeowner knows where their curb biocaed. Utilities Superintendent Griffith
explained that it is close to the street thougtartes with each property and recommended for
homeowners to call the City to make an appointmetht staff to be shown their location. Hearing
no further comment, Mayaaro tem Spain closed the public hearing at 7:14 p.m.
