Ordinance No. 5, Series of 2011 

 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 10.04.020 OF THE LEADVILLE MUNICIPAL 

CODE CONCERNING THE REGULATION OF PARKING. 

WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. § 42-4-110(1)(b), the City of Leadville, Colorado previously 

adopted by reference the 2003 Edition of the Model Traffic Code, as codified and amended in Title 

10 of the Leadville Municipal Code; and  

WHEREAS, Section 1210.1-Use of City Parking Lots states that “No person shall park a 

vehicle in city-owned or leased parking lots without first paying the designated fee therefore. 

Parking shall be prohibited in such city parking lots from 2:00 a.m. to 6:00 a.m. October 15 

through May 15.”; and 

WHEREAS, City Council wishes to repeal the provisions added to the Leadville Municipal 

Code by Ordinance #4, Series 2011 passed on August 17, 2010 restricting parking to 4 hours in the 

City’s public parking lot at Harrison Avenue and Third Street; and 

WHEREAS, in order to protect and preserve the health, safety and welfare of its residents, 

the City Council wishes to amend the Model Traffic Code in order to address parking restrictions, 

in the one hundred blocks of the side streets. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 

LEADVILLE, COLORADO: 

Section 1.  Section 1203 shall be repealed and readopted so as to read in its entirety as follows: 

Section 1203. Parking time limited on certain streets.  

When official signs are erected giving notice thereof, no person shall park a vehicle for a 

period of time longer than two hours between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. from 

May 15 to October 15 upon Harrison Avenue from Second Street to Ninth Street, except as 

otherwise designated as loading zones. 

When official signs are erected giving notice thereof, no person shall park a vehicle for a 

period of time longer than two hours between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. from 

May 15 to October 15 upon Second through Eighth Streets from Harrison Avenue to the 

first alleys, except as otherwise designated. 

From October 15 through May 15 parking on Harrison Avenue from Second Street to Ninth 

Street shall be prohibited from 2:00 a.m. to 6:00 a.m. 

Section 2.  Repeal Section 1203.4. Municipal Parking Lots which reads as follows: 

Section 1203.4. Municipal Parking Lots.  

Parking in municipal parking lots in the city shall be subject to the following regulations:  

(a) Upon posting of official signs giving notice thereof, no person shall park a vehicle in the 

municipal parking lot located at the northwest corner of Harrison Avenue and Third Street 

for a period of time in excess of four consecutive hours.  

Section 3.  J. Section 1210 is hereby amended to add a new Section 1210.1 to read as follows:  

Section 1210.1-Use of City Parking Lots.  

No person shall park a vehicle in city-owned or leased parking lots without first paying any 

designated fee therefore. Parking shall be prohibited in such city parking lots from 2:00 

a.m. to 6:00 a.m.  
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Section 4.  Remaining provisions.  Except as specifically amended hereby, all other provisions 

of Chapter  10.04, the Leadville Municipal Code and the various secondary codes adopted by 

reference therein, shall continue in full force and effect. 

Section 5.  Severability.  Should any one or more sections or provisions of this ordinance or 

enacted hereby be judicially determined invalid or unenforceable, such judgment shall not affect, 

impair or invalidate the remaining provisions of this Ordinance, the intention being that the 

various sections and provisions are severable. 

Section 6.  Emergency Declared.  The City Council finds that this Ordinance is necessary to 

the immediate preservation of the public health and safety in order to allow people to park closer 

to employment, shopping, or food and drink establishments and thus lessen their exposure to any 

risk of vandalism to their vehicles or injury to their persons. 

Section 7.  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall therefore take effect immediately upon 

adoption on second reading as provided by Section 31-16-105, C.R.S.
