l. The Preliminary Plat shall be prepared as follows:

The design shall be accord with the subdivider’s plans for actual development and therefore shall be a true
representation of the subdivision which may eventually be recorded.

The drawing shall be made at a scale of not less than one inch equals one hundred feet (1" = 100'), on a
reproducible medium with outer dimensions of not more than twenty fourinches by thirty six inches (24" x 36")
and shall be accompanied by one overall map showing the entire development at a legible scale.

A vicinity map shall be at a scale of not less than one inch equals two thousand feet (1" = 2000'), extending
at least two (2) miles beyond the proposed subdivision, showing existing streets and highways, natural
drainage courses, Municipal and special district boundaries, sites for proposed water and sewage treatment
facilities and similar major natural or man-made features of the area. In addition, area needed for new streets,
schools, parks and rezoning should be shown on the vicinity map when appropriate. US Geological Survey
Topographical maps area acceptable vicinity maps.

All plans shall be folded and collated appropriately at time of submittal.

1. The Preliminary Plat shall contain or be accompanied by the information required by Section 8-2-3-B (1-29) of the
Town Code.

1. The Preliminary Plat shall be presented to staff for a preliminary submittal review to ensure proper documentation
preparation. Please contact staff to arrange an appointment for this review.

V. Submittals will be distributed to various review agencies (public utilities, fire district, water and sanitation district, US
Army Corps of Engineers, etc.) for their review and comments prior to Planning & Zoning Commission presentation.

Several recent developments have been approved by town and county planners where the
town or county has granted a variance to traditional sethacks. The building envalope iz
now encroaching on space typically used for ronting nnderground elsctric power lines. In
addition, there is little or no space available to zite above ground transformers, switches
and pedestals.

For the safety of all concered, Mountain Parks Electric now requires a ten foot easement
on either side of a buried primary electrical power line without exception, and a ten foot
easement surrounding all above ground transformers, pedastals and switchgear. In
addition to this, we require all meters on houses to be mounted on the front third of
house, preferably on a gabled end.

As routine procedure, Mountain Parks Eleetric will comment on the above easement
requirement when reviewing plats for tnwnz and for the county.

CGS LAND USE REVIEWS

Geolegical studies are required by Celorado counties for all smbdivisions of unincorpo-
rated land inks parcels of lass than 35 acres, under State statute CE.5. 30-28-101 ot s2q.
(Senate Bill 33, 1972). Some Colorado mumicipalities require geclogical stadies for sub-
division of incorporated land. In addition, local govemments are empowered to rezu-
late development activities in hazardous or mineral-resource areas under CR.5 2465 1-
101 =t s2q. (House Bl 1041, 1972) and C.E.5. 34-1-301 et saq. (House Bl 1329, 1973),
respectvely.

Local-government agencies submit proposed subdivision applications and supporting
techmnical reports to the Colorado Geological Survey ”.. for evaluation of those geologic
factors which would have significant impact on the proposed use of the land,” in accor-
dance with State statutes. The CGS reviews the submitted documents amd serves as a
techmical advisor to local-govermment planning agencies during the planning process.
Since 1984, the OGS has been required by law to recover the full direct cost of perform-
ing such reviews.

The adequate knowledge of a site’s geclogy is essential for any development project. It
is needad at the start of the project in order to plan, design, amd construct a safe devel-
opment. Proper planning: for geological comditions can help developers and future
ownersy users reduce unnecessary mantenance and /o1 repair costs.

There could be severa] rensons: geologhe condltiones can change
over short distances; sobdivisfons made prior to 1972 were rot
required ko undergo & OG5 review and may have not been
evaluated for geologic suitability at all; the orea dewn the road
tnay be incarpomied as part of a municipallty, which exempts it
from the OGS review process. Another consideration is that
geologic reviews are contnually evolving and site conditions
that have heen judged acceptable in tha past may no longer be
considered as such, brsed on the cumrent understanding of the
geologle processes and adversa itnpacts agzoclated with them.

Zenate Bill 35 pertaing to subdivisiors of legs than 35 acres.

hazards. For instance, entine hillsides mdght be prone to rockfall
ox landslide hezards.

Technleally okher agencies hava regulatory authedity regarding
isemes such ns flond plaing, grovewdwater availnbilty and
wilifire, but these lesues are algo impostant factors in the overall
geologic candext of the site and may affect geclogie hazards on
the slte. The mentiom of a candition o the OGS reviow latter is
not infended to influence the statubary authority of any other
agency, burt rather 0 ansure that all parties are sware of &
poimntinlly probdematie prologic condition. For instance, mention
of a stuatlon invelving a mejor dratvape is o flag that the 1.5,
Army Corps of Engincers or the Colorade Waler Conservation
Board should be reviewing development plare.
