11.	All proposals timely submitted shall become the property of the City and shall be retained in accordance with the City’s records retention schedule.  The City is a Colorado governmental entity and therefore, all information included in proposals and other written information submitted by the proposer to the City is subject to the provisions of the Colorado Open Records Act (“CORA’).  Proposers should expect that the proposal may be viewed by the general public and competitors once submitted to the City.  Merely marking information as “confidential”, “proprietary”, or otherwise stating a written intent to protect the information from disclosure is not necessarily sufficient to prevent disclosure under CORA.

TERMS & CONDITIONS

1. All participating proposers, by their signature, agree to comply with all of the terms, conditions, requirements, and instructions of this RFP as stated in this RFP.  Should the City omit anything from this document which is necessary to a clear understanding of the work, or should it appear that various instructions are in conflict, then the proposer shall contact the City and secure written instructions from the Purchasing Manager at least 48 hours prior to the time and date of the scheduled opening of the proposals.

2. The City reserves the right to:
· Reject any and all proposals received as a result of this RFP.

· Waive or decline to waive any informalities and any irregularities in any proposal or responses received.

· Adopt all or any part of the proposer’s proposal.

· Negotiate changes in the scope of services to be provided.

· Withhold the award of contract/services agreement.

· Select the proposer it deems to be most qualified to fulfill the needs of the City.  The proposer with the lowest priced proposal will not necessarily be the one most qualified, since a number of factors other than price are important in the determination of the most acceptable proposal.

3. All proposals must be signed by an authorized agent of your firm. Any firm or individual submitting a signed proposal shall be deemed to have read and understood all of the terms, conditions and requirements of this RFP.

4. The City shall not be liable for any costs incurred by the proposer in the preparation and production of the proposal, contract negotiations or for any work performed prior to the execution of the services agreement (SA).



5. All proposals and other materials submitted shall become the property of the City.

6. The successful proposer shall be required to enter into a written services agreement (SA) with the City in a form approved by the City Attorney.  In the event of any conflict between this RFP and the SA, the terms and conditions of the SA shall control.  

7.	The City reserves the right to conduct discussions with proposers, to accept revisions of proposals, and to negotiate price changes at the sole discretion of the City Manager or his designee.  During this discussion period, the City will not disclose any information regarding proposal submittals.  The City reserves the right to ask for the “Best and Final Offer.”  Upon the execution of the SA, the proposals will become public record and contents may be disclosed upon request.

8. The successful proposer shall be required to indemnify and hold the City and its agents and employees harmless from and against all suits or actions of any kind, including workers’ compensation claims, brought against them for or on account of any damages or injuries received or sustained by any parties, by or from any acts of the successful proposer or its agents or employees in fulfilling its contractual duties to the City.  

9. The successful proposer shall have their insurance company send the Purchasing Manager a currently in-force Certificate of Insurance which indicates that insurance coverage has been obtained, including professional liability, which meets the minimum requirements as are required by Colorado law for work performed by the proposer and other insurance requirements as may be set forth in the written services agreement (SA) with the City.  

10.	The successful proposer shall comply with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, regulations, administrative rulings, and codes, and shall secure all necessary licenses and permits in connection with this RFP and any goods or services to be provided hereunder.  By submitting a proposal to the City, the proposer certifies pursuant to § 8-17.5-102(1), C.R.S., that, at the time of the submittal of the proposal, it does not knowingly employ or contract with an illegal alien and that the proposer will participate in the e-verify program or the employment verification program established by the Colorado Department of Labor and Employment in order to confirm the employment eligibility of all employees who are newly hired for employment to perform work under the written services agreement (SA) with the City.

11.	By submission of the proposal, the proposer certifies that the proposal has been arrived at independently and submitted without collusion with any other proposer, and that the contents of the proposal have not been communicated by the proposer, or to the proposer’s best knowledge and belief, by any one of its employees or agents, to any person not an employee or agent of the proposer, and will not be communicated to any person prior to the official opening of the proposals.

12.	The City is exempt from sales, use, and excise taxes.  Certification of tax exemption will be issued to the proposer upon request.  Any appropriate taxes shall be shown as a separate item in the proposal.



SCOPE OF SERVICES AND PROJECT SPECIFICATIONS

Scope: 

The City of Central seeks bids from responsible, qualified firms to restripe approximately 8 miles of longitudinal pavement markings on the Central City Parkway using CDOT spec waterborne or low VOC paint and reflective beads. The roadway is four-lanes wide (two in each direction) and includes a double yellow centerline, dashed white lane lines, solid white edge lines, and four sets of acceleration/deceleration lines.  In addition to this work, prices for the removal of approximately 200 feet of existing long line striping, and the installation of approximately 200 feet of striping for one acceleration lane and 200 feet of striping for one deceleration lane are to be included on the bid proposal as ‘2016’ Striping Option.

Minimum Mandatory Qualifications of Bidder:

Contractors shall have a Public Works Director(s) that has worked on a minimum of three (3) long line application and removal projects that have a similar scope. Contractor shall also have experienced personnel able to provide the required services.

1.1  PROJECT SPECIFICATION STANDARDS

1.2 GENERAL

These specifications for the installation and maintenance of roadway pavement markings are intended to provide a set of minimum standards that shall be followed when work is done for the City of Central. These standards, plans, and any special provisions shall apply to all materials and equipment supplied methods and procedures of work to be followed, and other general minimum requirements that shall be complied with before the City of Central accepts work.

The technical specifications outlined in this document are revisions and amendments to the Colorado Department of Transportation Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction. In situations where there is a conflict or question of interpretation, these specifications and any special conditions will prevail.

1.3 EQUIPMENT REQUIREMENTS

The vehicle(s) used for application of pavement markings shall have a gross vehicle weight greater than 10,000 pounds and be capable of:
a. Producing combinations of dashed and solid double centerlines during one run of the equipment.
b. Sufficient maneuverability and flexibility to retrace all existing lines which are found on the roadway.
c. Sequential warning arrow board with controls available to the paint gun operator and driver.
d. Painting from either the right or the left side of the vehicle. Wrong way painting will not be allowed.
e. Equipment will be capable of applying paint and glass beads within the application rate criteria provided in Section 1.4.
f. Spraying the pavement surface with compressed air immediately prior to paint application.
g. Heating paint or epoxy to appropriate temperatures prior to application.
h. The ability to apply glass beads via a pressurized bead applicator.

Any Contractor submitting a bid for this project must certify that his equipment meets or exceeds all of the minimum equipment requirements stated above. Prior to the effective date of the Services Agreement (SA) and at any time during the period that the work is being performed pursuant to the SA, the Public Works Director or designee may inspect and review all equipment for conformance to these requirements. Equipment which does not conform to these requirements shall not be used at any time on this project. The City reserves the right to reject any and all bids from Proposers whose equipment does not meet the equipment requirements stated herein.

1.4       MATERIALS

The Contractor shall submit to the Public Works Director or designee, at least one week in advance prior to installation, information from the manufacturer and supplier on paint and glass beads to be used in this Project for review and approval by the Public Works Director.

No payment will be made for paint or glass beads. The cost of materials will be included in the unit price for each specific bid item(s) listed on the Bid Schedule for this contract.

1.4.1 Paint

All paint used on this project shall conform to the Colorado Department of Transportation Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, 2011, Section 708.05.

Paint shall be a waterborne paint selection for CDOT’s Approved Products List (APL). The paint shall be free of benzene, chlorinated solvents, ethylene glycol ethers, ethylene glycol acetates, lead, mercury, lead, chromium, cadmium, and petroleum products. The Contractor shall obtain certification in writing from the manufacturer showing that the product is free of the materials described above and that it meets or exceeds the requirements defined in 29 CFR 1910.1200. Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) levels in paints and coatings shall comply with the most current EPA regulations.

1.4.2 Glass Beads

All glass beads used on this project shall conform to AASHTO Standard M 247, Type 1. Floatation beads are not acceptable. Glass beads used for any type of pavement markings shall not contain more than 75 parts per million (ppm) Arsenic, 75 ppm Antimony and 100 ppm Lead. Glass beads used with epoxy shall be silicon treated to meet requirements of Section 4.4.2 0f AASHTO M 247. The pre-mix beads for thermoplastic shall be uncoated and conform to AASHTO M247-81 (1986) TYPE1. The drop on beads shall be moisture resistant coated.








  1.5	APPLICATION RATES

The Contractor shall apply paint at a maximum rate of 110 square feet per gallon and a minimum rate of 100 square feet per gallon. Glass beads shall be applied at a maximum rate of 6 lbs. 3 oz. per gallon of paint and a minimum rate of 5 lbs. 13 oz. of beads per gallon of paint.

1.6      PAVEMENT MARKING STANDARDS

Unless otherwise directed by the Public Works Director or designee, pavement markings are to be retraced in the position and locations as existing in the field at the time of the Notice to Proceed. Unless otherwise directed by the Public Works Director or designee, lines shall not be carried through intersections. Standards for application concerning line configurations and color designations shall be as promulgated in the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways (MUTCD), unless otherwise specifically authorized by the Public Works Director.

The method used to remove pavement markings should be submitted to the Public Works Director and approved before work is started.

1.7      QUALITY OF LINES

All markings shall have clean, sharp-lined edges and clean beginnings and cutoffs. Line widths shall not vary more than one half inch from the required line width. Line thickness shall be within the specified thickness range. Line color shall conform to FHWA requirements for standard highway colors.

When used with paint, glass beads shall be embedded in the paint and distributed uniformly throughout the line and shall provide retro reflectivity for the entire width and length of the line. When used with epoxy and thermoplastic, glass beads shall be applied into the epoxy or thermoplastic pavement marking by means of a pressurized bead applicator and distributed uniformly throughout the line and shall provide retro reflectivity for the entire width and length of the line.

All lines shall present a clean worker like appearance and present motorists with clear meaning.

1.8      CONDITION OF PAVEMENT SURFACE AND WEATHER CONDITIONS

Under no circumstances shall markings be laid upon pavement surfaces, which have not been cleaned or are not in condition to retain such markings. The City shall be responsible for providing street sweeping in preparation to ensure that markings are applied only to clean, debris free pavement. 

Pavement markings shall not be applied unless the roadway surface is sufficiently dry and free of the threat of rain prior to drying. The pavement shall be 50 degrees and rising and the air temperature shall be 50 degrees and rising prior to starting or continuing pavement marking operations. Operations shall be suspended if other conditions develop which affect the ability of the pavement to retain the markings, as determined by the Public Works Director or designee.

Striping shall not be done under windy conditions. Windswept lines will not be accepted. Lines will be considered windswept if paint is scattered outside the specified line width and/or less than 50 percent of the line is covered with glass beads.

1.9      INSPECTION OF PAVEMENT MARKINGS

The Public Works Director or designee for conformance to these specifications will inspect all work. Lines will be checked for proper location, proper width (including checking for windswept lines), thickness, color and retro reflectivity.

Thickness measurement shall be accomplished by placing tape of known and uniform thickness in the area to be marked. Once the marker has passed, the sample will be removed. Measurements of the marking plus tape shall be made with a micrometer or vernier calipers with a proper correction for the tape thickness. The line thickness shall be considered as the average of 2 or more measurements made in a three-foot distance.

· Color will be checked by comparison with a standard highway color chip.
· Glass beads will be checked to ensure they are properly embedded and distributed.
· Inspections will be made on a regular basis at time intervals as determined by the Public Works Director.

1.10     CORRECTION OF PAVEMENT MARKINGS

Any errors in markings made by the Contractor or any work rejected by the Public Works Director shall be physically removed and remarked by the Contractor at no expense to the City. The Public Works Director or designee in advance of any removal work shall approve Method of removal. Painting over or “Blacking Out” is not acceptable under any conditions.

1.11   METHOD OF MEASUREMENT AND BASIS OF PAYMENT

Markings must be complete in place, and in accordance with the plans and specifications prior to payment. The Public Works Director or designee will make no payment on any work prior to approval. 

The Contractor must have a copy of all applicable specifications, as identified in this section and these project specifications on the job site at all times.
