MINUTES:   Trustee Craig moved to approve July 23, 2014 regular meeting minutes, Trustee Mahannah seconded, Voted, motion Carried.

CITIZENS:  Don Angell, Montrose County Emergency Manager with the MC Sheriff’s Office introduced himself and stated he will be working with the towns and needed contact information.
CITIZENS APPEARING:  
Cindy Fusting, Director of Just for Kids Foundation spoke about the foundation and the Mountains to Desert Ride. The Nucla Loop would be added this year and Ms. Fusting asked for community support and if there was anything the foundation needed to do before the ride, Sept. 20th.
Mike Zunich and TJ asked the town to consider financial support to hire Jeff Stephens as an EMTI.

Jack Carter re: on call work.  Mr. Carter did not attend.
Angelica Sage re:  Classic Air Medical did not attend.

Mr. and Mrs. Karo requested a water tap.  Trustee Long moved to approve the water tap with payment of the tap in October when the cows are sold.  Supt. Dyer will install a meter with a backflow and be sure the well is disconnected from the house.  Cost is $4,000.00.   Trustee Jones seconded.  Voted.  Motion carried.
CURRENT BILLS: Trustee Mahannah moved to pay August bills.  Trustee Newingham seconded.  Voted, motion carried.
REPORTS:  See attached written report from Public Works Director Vince Dyer:
· Park/Rainbow Reservoir:  Trustee Long stated the Rainbow Reservoir bottom is covered with moss.  It was recommended to put grass carp in the reservoir.

· Street Department:  Trustee Jones asked why the speed bumps were purchased and placed in Shawn Lea and street repairs not made.  The speed bumps did not cost the thousands of dollars it will take to do the street repairs but mainly to slow people down to avoid having children run over. 
Supt. Dyer will place a temporary speed bump on 4th.

· Sanitation Department:  money in budget next year to rework the electrical panel at sewer lagoons.

· Special Reports:    Trustee Long - MWA approved a draft copy of lease changing the $2500 to $1250 a year.  MWA probably does $1250 in maintenance a year anyway, so we probably will not be losing anything.
Under the water rights lease, MWA should have been paying the town.  MWA says it should have been billed annually.

Tim Pierce worked on a redraft of the facilities lease and says MWA has over paid $35,000.
Trustee Long will meet with the MWA board next week.  The Nucla Town board was in agreement to try to move forward with a new lease and let the past go.
Jack Carter needs help at the MWA.  Since Jack has helped the town out on numerous occasions and Vince stated the town has his priority commitment, it was agreed that Vince could take on call for MWA.
      Need to schedule a joint meeting between the town and MWA.
