A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF CRAWFORD, CO AMENDING DOMESTIC WATER ASSESSMENTS RATES FOR THE USE AND OPERATION OF THE MUNICIPAL WATER SYSTEM OF THE TOWN FOR  WATER CONSERVATION AND EMERGENCY WATER  MANAGEMENT PLAN.
WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees, pursuant to the provisions of Section 13-2-80, Crawford Municipal Code, may amend the water rates of the Town following at least one public hearing: and
WHEREAS, following public hearing duly convened on the 5th day of Sept.  2012, Board of Trustees of the Town of Crawford finds it necessary and desirable for the continued responsible operation and maintenance of the Town’s domestic and municipal water system implement a  monthly water minimum and excess rate schedule for all users of the Town’s system, and
WHEREAS, the municipal water system of the Town is an enterprise of the Town of Crawford and said domestic water assessments are not subject to the provisions of Section 20, Article X, of the Colorado Constitution requiring voter approval for certain increases in public revenues.
WHEREAS, the objective of the water conservation and emergency water management  plan  is to control the consumption of water, for reducing the loss or waste of water, for maintaining or improving the efficiency in the use of water during a water shortage due to drought or other water supply emergency.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Trustees of the Town of Crawford, Colorado, as follows:
SECTION 1.  Water rates.  The water rates for domestic water service on the Town of Crawford Municipal Water System during a water shortage due to drought or other water supply emergency shall be as follows:
 All municipal water furnished by the Town of Crawford within the Town of Crawford shall be metered and delivered at the following monthly usage rates during a water shortage due to drought or other water supply emergency. :
A. RURAL:         First 10,000 gallons        $22.50
                      10,001-15,000 gallons:  $2.00/1000 gallons
                      15,001-20,000 gallons:  $3.00/1000 gallons
                      20,001-25,000 gallons:  $5.00/1000 gallons
                      25,001-30,000 gallons:  $10.00/1000 gallons
                      30,001+ gallons:            $15.00/1000 gallons

B. RESIDENTIAL:      First 20,000 gallons $19.90 April thru Sept.
                              First 10,000 gallons $19.90 Oct. thru March
                              20,000-25,000 gallons:  $2.00/1000 gallons April thru Sept.
                              10,000-25,000 gallons: $2.00/1000 gallons Oct. thru March
                              25,001-30,000 gallons:  $3.00/1000 gallons
                              30,000-35,000 gallons:  $5.00/1000 gallons
                              35,000-40,000 gallons:  $10.00/1000 gallons
                              40,000+ gallons:    $15.00/1000 gallons
C. COMMERCIAL:     10,000 -15,000 gallons:  $1.00/1000 gallons
                                    15,000-20,000 gallons:  $1.50/1000 gallons
	                      20,000-25,000 gallons:  $3.00/1000 gallons
	                     
                             25,000-30,000 gallons:  $5.00/1000 gallons
	                      30,000+ gallons:              $10.00/1000 gallons
SECTION 2. The Town Board of Trustees in consultation with the Public Works Director will determine when these rates go into effect to temporarily reduce the demand placed upon the Town's water supply system during a water shortage due to drought or other water supply emergency.  Primary considerations to be:
1. Usage impairs or endangers the Town’s ability to fight fire.
2. Usage impairs or endangers the Town’s ability to deliver water to its users
3. Drought or a number of other uncontrollable circumstances disrupts normal availability of the Town's water supply
4. Adequate notification can be given to Public
SECTION 3. The water conservation and emergency water management plan for the municipal water system of the Town of Crawford established hereinabove shall become effective after Oct.  1, 2012.
